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M. SIFTON EXPLAINS
THE YOKON CONTRACT

Claims That tﬁé U.S. Cannot Block
Transhipment at Wrangel.

In Any Case Port Simpson, B.C., is Avyail-
able as a Port of Entry—Foster Tanta-
lized Blalr, Who Made Use of Unpar.
lamentary Language and Was Com-
pelled to Retract—Many Requests for
Information.

Ottawa, Ont., Feb. 16,—The debate on the
Yukon Railway bill 1s fairly - under way.
‘Sir Charles Tupper’'s speech last night was
a remarkable exhibition for a man of his
years. His criticisms of the Governmen
in their dealings with Yukon matters were
very caustic; indeed, the Opposition lead-
er's speech is admitted to be the worst
arralgnment of the Goyvernment which has
been heard for many a day. ®ir Charles
was rvepeatedly cheered by his followers.

The duty of replying to him fell to
young Mr. Sifton. The Minister of the In-
terior spoke an hour and a half last night
and three and a half hours to-day. He cer-
tainly made the best of the Government’'s
case, and quite eclipsed Mr. Blair, who
was conveniently absent, as he did aot de-
sire to see himself eclipsed. Mr. Sifton
spoke with great fluency; indeed, this was
practically his first speech df any account
in Parliament, but unfortunately his pecu-
Har volce and jerky style made it very dif-
ficult to follow him. X

Members Wanted Information—Mr. Blair
Got Mad and Was Re-
buked.

Ottawa, Feb. 16.—(Speclal.—In the House
to-day Rev, Mr. Maxwell's bill to rajse the
Chinese per capita tax from $350 to $500 was
introduced,

Questions by Mr. Clarke.

Mr, E, F, Clarke enquired : 1. In what
contracts that have been awarded by . the
Government is there a clause prohibliting
“sweating ’ 2. What is the amount of
each contract? 8. To whom have such
contracts been -awarded?

The  Postmaster-General replied that the
clauses had been Inserted in four contracts,
One was with T, H, Boisseau of Montreal
for $29,600, and another with Marsolais &
Mundy, Montreal, for $11.035, hoth for mi-
litia clothing, The clause had also been
inserted in two contracts with Ouilette of
Chambly, and the Ottawa Supply Com-
puny, for the supply of mail bags for four
years.

To another questfon by Mr. Clarke, the
Minister of Militia said that the United
States Secretary of State had applied . for
permission for the First Reglment, Illinois
National Guards, to visit Canada next sum-
mer and bring their arms with them. By
an order-in-Council, passed on the 24th De-
camber last, the permission had been graut-
ed.

Enthusiastic Meeting in St Paul's
Hall Yesterday Evening

Says the Methodists Canuot be Led Ina
Body by Any Man—Condemns the Um-
business Methods of the Governmens—
Other Earnest Addresses—The Prelude

of Victory,

cracy, nepotism aud misrule is this Pro-

With titese words, Mr. H, H. Narraway
opened Mr. Marter's meeting in St. Paul’s
Hall last night,- Mr. Narroway is a Toron-
to University man, and he came over with
a lot of his fellow-students to {alsify the
Liberal assertion that the boys were all
with Dr. Dewart. The young man spoke
with not a little effect, and the applause
he received came ndt alone from the juniors
in the audience., Mr. Narraway condemned
the Hardy-Ross Government, and demanded

that, as Mr. Whitney proposes, his alma
wateér should be treed and made more than
a mere annex of g partisan Administration,
The candidate, concluded he, would serve
as a personification of encouragement to
young men, for Mr, Marter himself was a
self-made man. .
A Younz Methodist,

Chairman C, A, B, Brown, having thus
got the meeting well started, called upon
Mr, 4. R. L. Starr, a prominent young
Methodist, to say a few words, which he
did with a vim. He laughed at Dr. Dew-
art’s pretence at being an independent can-
didate, and asserted that the educational
system of the Provinee started with the
word “Ross’ and ended with “‘Boss.”

Victorfa University was represented by
Mr, Gilpin, a student; who should in future
years become the rumorist of the Legisia-
tive Assembly.

‘““There is.” he began, ‘‘a Rossonian plane-
tary system_ of which Mr. Ross is the sun
und everything else,”

Paying his respects to the Liberal candi-
date for the North, the speaker observed
tbat Dr, Dewart does not represent Meth-
odism, and that he ls not in line with the
thought ot Victoria University. He assert-
ed tohat the rev. doetor had misused the or-
gun of the denomination for the benefit of
the party now in wer. And Dr, Dewart
was well repaid—in his fam?iy, at least—
for all his grand services,

“Dr, Dewart is an independent, is he
sa‘d Mr. Gilpin. ‘‘Does it look like it?’ If
you will look at the fyles of The Guardian
you wiifl find that he gave just the same
amount of space to the death of Canada’s
etatesman and to the advancement of his
(Dewart’s) son in his legal practice.”” Dr,
Dewart had stated that he would secure
85 per cent. of the Victoria students’ votes,
but as a matter of fact a canvass made by
himself and another had shown that 50
per cent., at least, of the votes would be
nurked for Mr, Marter.

Eitucation and Timber,

Mr, C. C, Robinson condemmned .the Gov-
eriment for its barter of the power to be
derived trom Niagara Iails, and for its
policy, which allowed the Michigan lumber-
wen to secure the best of our trmber.

Mr, Angus MacMurchy demonstrated at
the dedauction of Mr, Harcourt's l'abilities
“presently payable” from his so-calied sur-
pius would show plainly that the P’rovince
is within a few hundred dollars of direct
taxation. He laughed at Hon, Mr, Ross
for bhaving clalmed ecredit for legislation
passed in the reign of Charles li. 'This
the Minister had done, stating in the House
on the last day of the session that the mor-
als of Ontario had got along very well un-
derl tt‘he legislation of the present Govern-
ment.

The speaker, who is a son of Arch Mac-
Murchy, principal of the Jarvis-street Col
legiate Institute, then scored Mr. Ross for
the decadence into which the Public school
system of Ontario is falling.

cadence of our coming men.

‘Mr. Barlow Cumberiand talked of the
Government's anti-Canadian policy in turn-
ing over our timber to the United States,
and thus depriving our workingmen of la-
bor. The Administration also came in for
a scorching on account of its ue«{llgence
in bonding legislation. The speaker in-
stanced ithe scaring up of a orum <n
prorogation day to amend a bill which the
Government had forced through the House
in improper form. In conciusion, he clearly
showed up the bungling ocourring over aund
over again in the public accounts.

The Candidate’s Speech.

Then came Mr. Marter, the candidate,
who was much applauded. He showed up
the unbusiness-like ways of the Govern-
ment, wheh purchased its supplies for the
*public institutions from its friends alone.
Messrs. Hugh Blain and T. O. Andersou.
for instance, who were supporting the Gov-
ernment in this fight, had succeeded in sell-
ing the departments $4000 worth and $7000
worth of goods respectively.

He recalled the fact that Mr. Tait had
dared him (the speaker) to come and cross
swords with him in North Toronto. He
had accepted the offer and had beaten him.

The Giobe had called him (the speaker) a
local preacher, but he was sorry to'say he
was not such.

A Voice: “You'll be a Minister after
March 1st.”” [Prolonged applause.]

It had been stated that Dr. Dewart’s can-
didaey in North Toronto would lead the
Methodists all over the province to vote
for the Reform ticket. He did not believe
so. The Methodists could be led in a body
by mo man.

Its Advantages as Way of Access to
the Yukon Gold Fields.

Addresses to Toronte Board ef Trade by
D. W. Bole of Winnipeg and Maye
Bently of Lethbridge-Metion Passed
to Ask a Government Subsidy for a
Wagbdn Road.

A special meeting of the Board of Trade
was called yesterday afternoon to hear Mr.
Frank Oliver, M.P. for Alberta, NW.T,,
on the * Edmenton Route to the Yukon
Gold Felds.”” A large number of the mem-
bers were in attendance. The visitors in-
troducer were: Mr, C. N. Bell, secretary
of the Winnipeg Board of Trade; Mr. D,
W. Bole of Winnipeg; Mr. H. Bentley, Pre-
sident ofthe Board of Trade and Mayor of
Lethbridge; and Mr, Thomas Andevson of
Edmonboxy

Out and Out for Edmonton Route.

Mr. D. W, Bole was then called upon,
and spoke strongly in favor of the proposed
Edmonton route. He sald it was an all-
Canadian route and would open up a rich

and fertile country, and furnish a cheap
method of transponrtation, as horses aud
cattle could be taken in over that route
to the Yukon, the country producing abun-
dance of forage. It was, he sald, most im-

rtant that the Peace River district should

developed; it was rich in minerals and
a good agricultural country. The Pacific
coust routes do not benefit the country or
people east of the Rockies, hut threw most
of the Klondike trade Into the hands of
the Americans. Parties going to the Kion-
dike via Edmonton must purchase their
supplies and equipments in Canada.  Be-
sides, he sald, ‘gold, coal 'and petroleum
were found In that country; in fact, Cana-
dians did not know what wealth ‘was hid-
den in the undeveloped Northwest Terri-
tories. He would recommend that the Gov:
ermment be asked to grant a subsidy to
build a wagon road conmecting Edmonton
with a chain_of navigable rivers whiclr
flow into the Yukon, railroad could be
afterwards built if the Klondike proved
substantial, ! i Henal il

Ro Use for Teslin Lake Rallway.

Mr, Bentley endorsed Mr. Bell's state-
ments and approved of his scheme. His
hands were not tied, he said; he could
state his opinions on the Teslin Lake Rail-
way, There was no use in constructing
that road, as the Hootalinqua River was
not navigabie; if boats did go down it they
could hardly be got back again. He
thought t'he scheme of building such a road
was a make-shift on the part of the Gov-
ernment; if he were going to the coast he
would prefer tocli mb the Rocky Moua-
tains from the Pacifioc coast rather -than
attempt the Teslin Lake route.

Mr. M. C. Ellis would urge the construc-
tion of the wagon road from Edmonton,
as it would place Canadians beyond the
reach of arbitrary legislation. -

To Ask n Govermment Sabsidy.

Mr. Ellis moved, and was seconded by
Mr. Wilkie, that the Government be asked
to grant a subsidy for the opening of a
wagon road from Edmonton to the Peace
River, thence to the Nelson River, and
thence to the Pelley River, thus establish-
ing direct communication to the Klondike,

e motion earried,

Mr. Thomas Anderson had:resided in Ed-
monton 17 years and knew the country
thoroughly, He was convinced of the prac-
.ticability of the Edmonton route.

A telegram wes received from Mr, W. T.
Jennings, in Ottawa, stating that ‘‘he was
strongly in faver of opening up the coun-
try northwest of Kdmonton.”
