TARTE'S LOYALTY THE TOPIC

At the Young Liberal Club=They
Favor Govermment Owner=-
ship of Railways,

Again. the Toronto Young Liberal Club
discussed the nationalization of rallways
last night at their meeting, held in St.
George's Hall. After mueh discussion, a
vote was taken on the motion made by
William Cornors, with the result that W. J.
Brown’s amendment was defeated, and Gov-
ernment ownership of rafilways was favor-
ed by the club. Mr. Brown's amendment
suggested that a Federal Railway Commis-
glon be appointed by the Dominion Govern-
ment, with power to adjust and hear griev-
ances between railways and sbippers; to
regulate rates and prevent discrimination
between individual snippers and rival com-
munities, that the Dominion and Provincial
Governments take steps to bring about such
legislation as will require all railways op-
erating five or more years to pay a reasou-
able annual rate of interest on all sub-
sidies and landegrants which they received

to nid them in their construction.

The meeting was in hearty accord with
the president in his action in extending an
invitation to the Minister of Public Works
to attend the:annual banquet of the club,
to be held on the 30th inst., at the Rossin
House.

Mr. H. M. Mowat, in referring to the mat-
ter, felt assured, as a member of the Brir-
ish Empire League, of which Mr, Tarte ‘s
also an active member, that the Minister
of Public Works, when in Toronto, would
set at rest al! the recent rumors about his
loyalty to Great Britain. Hon. Richard
Harcourt will also attend the banquet.

AND REFUSE TO APOLOGIZE.

Would Not Sign a Paper of Sub-
mission and a General Deser-
tion is Talked of,

Montreal, Jan. 15.—(Special.)—The World
published the other day the details of the
serions rebellion against the parish priest
{n St. Ignace, Berthier County, and the
ciosing of°the church by the Archbishop of
Montreal until the rebellious majority, con-
sisting of about 400 persons, shall make
the amende honorable to the clergyman
whom they had put out of the sacred edl-
fice, Instead of making an apology, your
ccrrespondent was informed to-day that the
so-called rebels are becoming more defiant
from day to day, and it now looks ¢s if
they might desert in a body the church of
their fathers.

Maskinonge Case Recalled.

It was a dispute over the site for a new
church that caused some of the most
wealthy and highly-respected French-Cana-
dians of Maskinogge to become members
o the Baptist communion, and it may be
interesting to inquirers to know that all
of these deserting families have remalaed
closely attached to their new faith, and
they appear to have now the respect of

their Roman Catholic neighbors.
Threats Have No Effeet,

The $t. Ignace rebels have been thraat-
ened on all sides, but all to no purpose,
and when they were asked to sign-a paper
submitting to the ruling of their archbishop
they to a man refused. They even dec'are
that if baptism be required they will go
down' to the banks of the St. Lawrence
and perform the rites themselves. Of
course ‘these are big words, and the gen-
eral belief is that if something is not done
to get over the diffienity, a schism will be
soon created at St. Ignace.
