Greenwood, B.C., Aug. 16.—"1f you want
to see some of the richest copper ore yet
found in Deadwood Camp, come out to the
Marguerite to-morrow.” ~ T'his invitation
was extended to the correspondent of The
World by Superintendent John Massam of
the Quebee Copper Company, Limited, late
tast night, and to-day he avalled himself
of it. Im company with Andrew Laidlaw
qt Spokane, the managing director of the

pany, the correspondent spent the best
portion of the day golng over the ground
owned by the company, It might be here
stated that the Quebec Copper Company,
Limited, is a subsidiary company of the
Standard Coppet Company, Limited, also
promoted by Mr, Laidlaw, The Quebec
Company was incorporated in April, under
the laws of this province, with the regis-
try office at Greenwood, The capital s
§$375,000, In 1,500,000 shares of the par
value of 25 cents per share, The company
{s managed and officered, with two excep-
tions, by Quebec business and financial
men, The two exceptions are. Managing
Director Andrew Laidlaw and Phil Aspin-
wall, both of Spokane, The president 18
John 7. Ross of Quebec, a director of the
Quebec Bank. John Ritchie, a  wealthy
manufacturer, is vice-president; William A.
Marsh, another well-known manufacturer,
and ailso a director of the Quebec Bank,
is a director, and R. H. O'Regam of Que-
bee city is secretary-treasurer of the com-
pany. Phil Aspinwall of Spokane is also
a director.

The mining claims owned by the company
are the Marguerite and Marguerite Frae-
tion, situated In the. heart of Deadwood
Camp, three milles by wagon road from

The present operations of the company
consist of thoroly prospecting the clalm:g by
surface work, and in the sinking of a hew
permanent working shaft, which is already
down 62 feet, timbered, The shaft is &
double compartment one, 8x4 feet in the
clear.
