The distinctive note with regard to 
the blouses for the new season lies 
principally in the beauty of their trim- 
ming, for the lines are extremely sim- 
ple.

In Parts the up-to-date woman 
wears in winter weather blouses of 
velvet or chiffon or satin or mousse- 
lihe. Always there are in evidence 
blouses of sheer fabrics such as crepe 
de chine or Georgette crepe. Jersey 
silk blouses of a rather heavy weave 
will be worn by many smart women. 
A combination of Jersey cloth and 
crepe de chine used for several very 
good-looking separate waists is black 
Georgette crepe relieved by a collar in 
white jersey, with a border of black 
jersey is both new and smart.

For satin blouses the Chinese style 
to favored, and one sees long vests 
of black satin or marine blue embroid­
ered with large round or square motifs 
of gold thread, silk or veri-colored 
wool.

“The women of Canada have no idea 
of what the women of England are 
called upon to do. High and low. rich 
and poor, they are all at work, hard, 
strenuous work, such as thousands of 
them never experienced before.’

heard, and in every English home night 
brings the terror of an air raid, with its 
death and destruction. Everywhere are 
to be seen men returned -from the 
shambles of the trenches, maimed be­
yond all human semblance. The war 
is very near, Its grim terror stalks the 
street by day, and hovers to the sky 
by night. Possibly here lies the reason 
that the women there are so much more 
alive to the needs of the war than we 
are. The large majority of us have 
remained untouched by the horror of ft 
all, because, we are too far away to see 
and hear. Perhaps if a few German 
bombs were dropped upon our homes 
at night they might awaken us to a 
sense of our danger and our duty.

We Are Not Working.
"Whatever is the reason, we-women of 

Canada, as a whole, have not taken the 
war seriously. One proof of It Ues to 
the fact that the Red Cross has to plead 
for workers and for funds. Those who 
take to the work that comes to Hyman 
Hall are deeply concerned when they 
look at their books for last year and 
find that they are receiving less than 
they were last autumn.

Just think of it! Less coming in when 
double the quantity to needed! This 
means that there are only half as many 
women sewing for our wounded soldiers 
as there should be. While the women 
of England go about in old clothes, 
scorning to put an unnecessary stitch 
tote anything but hospital supplies, our 
women are crocheting and knitting 
pretty trifles for themselves and their 
friends.
