That a standing committee of five
members be appointed to consult with
the Architectural Institute of Canada
regarding some such arrangement, The
committee report at the next ‘annual
convention.

To Shut Out Quebec.

J. W. H. Watts, Ottawa, vigorously
urged Ontario, in self-defence, to secure
an act of incorporation equivalent to
that of Quebec, which shuts out On-
tario architects. In his opinion every
province will make architecture sec-
tional, unless an aggressive policy was
adopted by Ontario, on account of the
prohibitive regulations of Quebec.

Henry Sproatt argued that the only
feasible policy. was to advocate more
rigid building laws, This was in ac-
corl with the view of the legal advice
the association had obtained.

‘W. C. B. Horwood, Toronto, read a
letter written for publication in a tech-
nical journal. It argued that in Ontario
there was a constant trend upward in
the architect's profession. In the Brit-
ish architectural circles the standard
attained in Canada was said in a lead-
ing journal to “reflect the intelligence
and good taste of the people of the Do-
minion.” There was, however, a lack
of educational facilities. This caused
thousands of dollars to be sent out of
the province every year to correspond-
| ence schools. It was the reason why

students left Toronto offices to go to
the United States te continue the study
of their profession.

No Retall-tloy\,‘

A. H. Greégg said thag"while the in-
justice of the Quebec law could not be
denied, there was not the slightest pro-
bability of any such an act as that of
Quebec passing in Ontario, unless the
profession showed a very united front.
It would be impossible in the near fu-
ture. 3

The convention by a . decisive vote
adopted the recommendations for ac-
tion thru a committee as recommended
by the legislative report. _

The committee was elected as fol-
lows: F. S.iBaker, E, Burke, E. L.. Hor-
wood, W. A. Langton and A. H. Gregg.

Style in Architecture.

W. A, Langton gave an illustrated
address on ‘‘Style in Architecture.” He
showed views of - Paris, {illustrating
that in Paris as well as all France the
buildings were practically all in the
same style. This give the streets and
cities a uniform effect. It was only
possible where, as in France, the law
compelled architects to adhere to a cer-
tain style. He rather favored this idea,
but doubted if such a law would ever
be passed in Ontario or Canada.

A paper from Prof. C. Francis Os-
borne of University of Pennsylvania on
‘“The Training of Architects,” was read
by A. F. Wickson. It deprecated the
efforts of some institutions in trying to
make those entering the architectural
profession spend several years studying
subjects which would make them more
cultured, but might prevent them be-
ing specialists in architecture. This
would take up a period in their lives

out a vote of the people.
