" The Globe also said: ‘‘His past is
chequered.” 1 graduated at Knox Col-
lege sixteen years ago, when I was a
young man,’ and 1 have been a minis-
ter, in good sstanding, of the Presby-
terian Church ever since. No one has
ever laid a charge against my charac-
ter. The editor was aware of this
when he wrote his editorial.

The failure of the government to re-
ply to charges made against it and the
campaign of abuse in which many
government organs are engaged, be-
cause the government has no defence,
indicate the necessity for a change.
