Have Advanced in St. John 
During Past Few Weeks.

;

Judging from the way the prices of 

foodstuffs have advanced during the past j 
few weeks, the prospect is that a higher j 
level of prices will prevail on staple arti- j 
cles this fall than tor some years past. In 
almost every line the quotations have 
been advanced and in some cases the 
prices asked are higher than for many 
years.

There has been almost a flour famine 
in St. John during the past three weeks. 
The strike on the C. P. R., has interfered 
with shipments coming forward and it has 
been a very difficult matter for the deal­
ers to fill orders as promptly as they would 
wish. It has been especially hard to pro­
cure sufficient of certain Manitoba brands 
as the millers have been unable to get 
stock forward from -the mills in Manitoba 
to Montreal owing to bush fires along the 
line of railway which resulted in the loss 
of two bridges and which tied up traf­
fic at Fort WilUam. The line, however, 
is now clear and the railroad is rushing 
all shipments forward so that within a 
week or ten days there will be plenty of 
flour to supply all demands.

The great export demand for wheat has 
prevented any lower prices on Manitoba 
patente and no change is looked for for 
some time. All grades of Ontario flours 
advanced on Sept. 4th and local dealers 
say they would not be surprised if another 
advance was recorded in the near future.

Oatmeal has advanced 10 cents per bar­
rel within a week and the millers advise 
that there will be e further advance in 
the near future.

The sugar maikqt has shown consid­
erable strength during the past week, New 
York refiners having1 advanced 10 cents 
per hundred pounds on all grades. The 
raw market shows & further advance of 8 
cents per hundred pounds and still higher j 
prices are anticipated.

Salt pork and lard are higher now than 
ever before and aS there is a shortage of 
the hogs the outlook on all pork products 
is for higher prices *during the whole sea­
son. 9

Cheese is also very high and on many 
other lines the prices are soaring.

Notice of Appeal Has Been 
in the Case of Chamberlain vs. 
The King.6r* rjpF*

Notice of appeal to the supreme court 
of Canada was yesterday given in the case 
of Chamberlin v. The King. This action 
was brought by Mr. Chamberlin, a resi­
dent of Addington parish, County of Res- 
tigouche, and was for fourteen thousand 
dollars. A year and a half ago Mr. Cham­
berlin's residence, barns and other build­
ings, situated a mile of two above Camp­
bell ton, were totally destroyed by fire 
with all their contents. The buildings 
were within seventy feet of the I. C. R. 
track, and Mr. Chamberlin contended 
that the fire was caused by a spark from 
a defective locomotive. Evidence was SL 
heard before the late Justice Burbidge, ^ 
who, however, became ill and was unable —" 
to hear the argument. This took place 
before Justice Cassels in St. John in May , 
last, and judgment was given in June, 
dismissing the case with costs. Mr. Cham­
berlin proved his case so far as the value ; 
of the destroyed property was concerned, 
but, it was contended, did not fix the res­
ponsibility on the government. In the 
hearing of the case expert witnesses were 
brought from Quebec.

E. H. McAIpine, K.C., appeared for 
the crown and W. A. Mott and Dr. L. A. 
Currey for the plaintiff. Mr. Mott yes­
terday served notice of appeal.
