TO RUN STREET ‘
CARS WITH GAS

Detroit Cotmcil Has Fifteen Milfion-Dol-
far Scheme for New Service—Adopt
Mt Ford's Idea,

Detroit, Jan. 9—Mayor Couzen’s street
railway ordinance, embodying a $15,000,-
000 city owned railway plant, was in-
troduced in the common council tonight,
passed its first and second readings, and
was then placed on the table, in con-

rmance with the mayor’s plan. It is

w open to immediate consideration by
.ae council for final passage.

From statements made by various
members of the council after tonight’s
meeting, it was assumed that the ordin-~
ance would be passed. It is reported that
the mayor is so confident of success of
his plan that he has already tentatively
chosen the members of the new commis-
sion which must be appointed to carry
out the provisions of the municipal rail-
way ordinance if it is approved by coun-
cil and people. -

Under terms of the ordinance the coun-
cil is directed to submit to referendum
at the April, 1920, election a prepared
public utility bond issue in the sum o
$15,000,000 to finance the construction
and equipment of street car lines,

It is estimated that two years® time
will be required to complete the work.

The mayor recommends the installa-
tion of Henry Ford’s new gasoline-driven
street car as a means_of saving on the
cost of equipment, and _the dispensing
vvith power plants and power trans-

4ission lines, According to the mayor,
construction costs. will ‘be cut by about
fifty per cent. The municipal line can
be made to pay operating expenses and
interest on the $15,000,000 bond issue at

the rate of 4.5 per cent, and provide a

bond retirement fund of $500,000 per

annum out of a five-cent fare, in the
mayor’s opinion.
