FEARUARY1915 THE TIME OCEAN UMITED DELAYEDHavana, March 15—A message of Presi­
dent Gomez vetoing the amnesty bill, wae 
read in both houses of 'congress yesterday. 
It did not contain any reference to the re­
cent energetic remonstrances from Wash­
ington concerning the bill. It merely 
stated that President Gomez saw incon­
sistencies in various chapters which pos­
sibly would lead, to legal controversies. 
Therefore, it said, the executive thought 
it best to veto the measure.

The message recommended the prepara­
tion of a new bill which would extend am. 
nesty to the prisoners taken in the recent 
racial revolution in Oriente and also to cer­
tain offenders against the laws regulating 
the press, but exempting from amnesty 
those charged with offences against the re­
presentatives of foreign powers.

Mrs. Jordan Makes This a Gif 
in Addition to All Others

London, March 15—Sir Thomas Lipfcon 
will reply through the Royal Ulster Yacht 
Club next week to the rejection of his 
challenge by the New York Yacht Club.

Today he expressed some surprise at the 
New York yachtsmen’s comparison of bis 
challenge of 1907 with the present one. 
The former challenge, he said, wae made 
under the universal rule which would pro­
duce a boat capable of racing anywhere 
after the America’s cup race, while the 
boat which would have been built had the 
latest challenge been accepted would have 
been a freak to be thrown on the scrap 
heap after the race.

No decision has yet been reached by Sir 
Thomas as to whether or not his challenge 
will be modified.

Frank Oliver, leading the opposition, ex­
pressed surprise that such an important 
declaration of government policy should 
have -been left to the minister of public 
works, especially when the premier was 
within the precincts. However, the Liber­
als favored rules which, after all, were de­
signed to facilitate debate and certainly 
would not quarrel with any interpreta­
tion of them which did not limit British 
freedom of speech. He was proceeding to 
a discussion of the bill and had declared 
that three Dreadnoughts were neither a 
gift nor a loan, but a pawn in the political 
games of Britain and Canada, When Prem­
ier Borden seconded his first lieutenant’s 
plan by calling the attention of the west­
ern chairman to the fact.that the principle 
of the bill wae being discussed and as the 
principle had been settled on the second 
reading this was out of order.
The first Application

Acting Chairman Aikens arose promptly 
and ruled in favor of Premier Borden. 
Hon. Mr. Oliver appealed from the ruling. 
Speaker Sproule was sent for and Aikens 
reported the point of order and the ruling 
to him. Speaker Sproul read the report 
to the house with considerable difficulty 
as the handwriting wae bad and when he 
finished Doctor Pugsley rose to a point of 
order. Speaker Sproule ruled that one 
point could not be made while another was 
being dealt with. Doctor Pugsley persist­
ed and was shouted down fym the govern­
ment side. At the request of A. K. Mac- 
Lean, the report was read a second time 
and at the request of Mr. Bevin it was 
read in French by Deputy Speaker Blon­
din, who had a five minute struggle with 
the handwriting.

Hon. Frank Oliver objected to the form 
of the motion, but the speaker paid no 
attention to hie protest, but put the mo­
tion and Mr. Aikens ruling was sustained 
by sixty-eight to twenty-eighty a majority 
of forty on a straight party division, all 
the Nationalists voting with the govern­
ment.
Rule Out Amendments

Mr. Oliver resumed hie speech and again 
the challenge on order came from the west 
on the ground that a previous argument 
wae being repeated. This Mr. Oliver de­
nied, but Chairman Aikens held with Mr. 
Bennett. Then came the remarkable rul­
ing of the night. Premier Borden asked 
Chairman Aikens to rule out of order the 
amendments of Sir Wilfrid Laurier and 
Judge MacKenzie on the ground that they 
specified how the money should be spent 
and thereby curtailed the liberty of the 
governor-general-in-council.

Hon. Mr. Graham, Doctor Pugsley, Mr.
