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aSMCER HUMBUG
Premier Flemming cannot humbug the 

people with smooth phrases. The veracity 
of. his statements may be judged by one 
striking example. He said last night that 
the government’s pledges to put all public 
works up to tender had been kept, but 
that it was not possible to call for tenders 
for repair work, as it was not known how 
much that work would cost.

Does Mr. Flemming pretend to say that 
the 63,000 spent on the suspension bridge 
in the first year of the Hazen government 
and the $10,000 last year could not have 
been tendered for? Does he think the peo­
ple are fools?

Take again the Vaughan Creek draw­
bridge in St. John county, on which about 
$1200 was spent, and where we find such 
items as:—

D. H. Mawhinn^y, eupt
Pay list ..............................
D. H. Mawtunney, supt.,
T. Snider, foreman,.........
Pay list, .................. .
In these five items, out of a total of 

$820.36 for wages the superintendent and 
foreman got $166,30, or almost half as 
much as all the workmen. Could not this 
work have been done by tender and con­
tract?

All over the province this sort of work 
has been going on. Money that should 
have gone into the work went into the 
pockets of favorites of the government. 
The fact is notorious. And yet Mr. 
Hemming has the hardihood to assert 
that the government has kept its pledge 
to have all work done by tender and con­
tract. It is time for a change.

THE BANQUET
A chilling wind blew in the faces of the 

Flemming banqueters as they came out 
from the festive board last night. The 
feasting and the boasting were over, and 
they were up against the. cold fact that 
Premier 'Hemming must very soon face 
the people with hie record of broken 
pledges, rank political favoritism, extrava­
gant expenditure and $66,000 deficit.

Senator Daniel was not present at the 
banquet. The Globe had announced in the 
afternoon that he was ill, but at the time 
this news was being read by readers of 
the Globe, the senator was delivering a 
vigorous address before the municipal 
council.

There were many at the banquet, how­
ever, for the tory mind tends strongly to­
ward fodder, and this government has 
been a good provider for the wants of thfc 
faithful. The auditor general’s report 
bears eloquent testimony to this fact, to 
say nothing of the large deficit.

> There was, no doubt, a feeling of relief 
when the news from Hampton was re­
ceived, although it was not mentioned 
in Hon. Mr. Murray's reference to Kings 
county, nor does there seem to have been 
time for a parting eulogy of Mr. Fred M.

TODAY IN QUEBEC

This is election day in Quebec province. 
It is generally expected that the Liberal 
government will be returned witli a good 
majority, although the Conservatives are 
confident of reducing the former majority, 
and some of them talk of a land-slide. As 
to the merits of the case, the Montreal 
Shareholder, a financial journal, in its last 
issue, declared that to the business 
of the province there should be but one 
answer to the question as to who should 
be elected. Sir Lomer Gouin, it says, has 
given an efficient, honest and progressive 
administration of the province. We quote:

“He has put an end to the grafting; has 
changed the annual deficits into surpluses; 
has expended millions for education; has 
voted millions for good roads; has aided 
agriculture; has, by prohibiting the ex­
portation of pulp wood cut from crown 
lands, forced millions of American money 
to be invested in pulp and paper proposi­
tions in this province, and, in a word, has 
improved the credit and financial stand­
ing of the province. To turn him out of 
power at this juncture would be little short 
of suicidal. The province is just now 
emerging from the low standards and con­
ditions of a decade ago. Sir Lomer Gouin 
and his associates have many plans under 
way for the further betterment and de­
velopment of the province, and to turn 
him out in the midst of his work would 
result in the province being set back an­
other half dozen years.”

Of the opposition forces the Shareholder

“The opposition, which consists of a 
combination of Conservatives and Nation­
alists, is largely dominated by the latter 
body. They have shown themselves to be 
incapable of business acumen. They are 
theoretical dreamers and not practical 
business men.

In eubstapee this is the state of the 
case at present. It was perhaps fortunate 
that a strong delegation, supported by Dr.
