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MacKenzie IZln;g; Will Be
Candidate In North York

Announcement at - Montreal Dinner — Liberal!
Leader Expresses Gratitude to P. E. 1. People

—Premier Taschereau on the Tariff.

That Hon. William Lyon Mackenzie
King, leader of the Liberal opposition
will be a candidate in North York, Ont,,
in the forthcoming general federal elec-
tions was the declaration made by the
Liberal leader himself last evening in

_Montreal at’ a dinner given in honor of

the twenty-fifth anniversary of the en-
try of Hon. Rodolphe Limieux into the
House of Commons. Features of the
speeches were the declarations by Sir
Lomer Gouin, Hon. Mr. Lemieux and
Premier Taschereau of the need for
rigid economy.

Premier "Paschereau also mgde a plea
for an alliance hetween Hon. r.-King
and Sir Lomer Gouin in the federal field,
asserting that such an alliance would
make victory certain and give confidence
throughout the country.

Hon. Mr. Lemienx made a definite de-
claration of bellef in the Shaughnessy
proposal for the solution of the Cana-
dian Railway problem.

Hon. Mr. King read a letter dated
today, which he had sent to Dr. Jahn
McNeill, of Summerside (P. E. Y1) n
which he wrote that co-jaintly with the
National Liberal organization commit-
tee he had come to the conclusion that
evetything considered the national in-
terests of the party would be best gerv-
ed by the identification of his candida-
ture with the Province of Ontarjo. He

_added that he felt that “my duty to the

party permits me no other alternative
than to allow my name to remain in
nomination as that of the d.iberal can-
didate for North York.”

Hon. Mr. Lemieux.

Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux after review-

_ ing his careef in parliament, with par-

ticular reference to the defeat of the
Liberal party in 16011, spoke of condi-
tions as at pregent and said that while
the defeat of the present government
would be an easy matter, the work of
restoring the country with its enormous
national debt, its railway problem, the
economic crigis, and the unemployment

blein to face would be nearly a su-
perhuman task.

The finaneial question was one of the
most important and there was only one
way to meet it, namely, by practising
the most implacable economy in the
budget. By reducing expenses to the
minimum the burden of taxation would
be gradually lightened and the Canadi-
an dollar would find its normal course.
Interest payments, expense of adminis-
tration and debts of honor contracted
during the war would not be evaded,
but all other.expenses should be piti-
lessly cut to the bone er suppressed.

Rigat Hon. Mr. Meighen had, he said,
ehosen the ground on which the coming
elections should be fought. According
to the premier the tariff would be the
only election cry. The premier had said
that the Liberal party would, if returned
to power, wipe out the tariff. Mr. Lem-

feux. pointed out that the Liberal party.

had never adopted free trade as a part
of its programme. The present time
was one least of all when Canada could
demolish her tariff as the United States
congress had just erected one.

The whale tariff question rested on the
point to what degree an jndustry needed
protection in order to prosper and to
what degree, on the other hand, it need-
ed no protection in arder to bepefit by
the -spur of competition. The greatest

mistake of all would be in a country as|

vast as ours, to make laws only for the
benefit of a group, on a class. . On the
contrary what was needed was to har-
monize, to co-ordinate the interests of
the west and the east. Short, however,
of agreeing to absorption by the United
States, we owed to our industries a meas-
ure of reasonable protection.

“He is a Liberal without qualifying
epithet—that is one of his distinctions—
he has continued the traditions which
created our party, a party which has no
need to borrow other people’s titles in
the vain attempt to regild its shield and
recover popularity.”

Mr. 'Taschereau also tendered the
homage of the province of Quebec to
Mr. MacKenzie King, remarking that a
“Conservative majority reduced from 70
to 20 and by elections turned to Liberal
triumiphs, proved the skill and success of
Mr. King’s guidance.”

Protect Consumer and Producer.

On the tarif Mr. Taschereau re-
marked that his liberalism called for a
tariff which protected the consumer and
i alsa the industries of the country. These
results were by no means incompatible,
but might well be obtained by a tariff
for revenue, such as was professed by
Sir Wilfrid Laurier. The speaker said
‘that he was well aware that he was
touching upon one of the most thorny
questions on the political programme of
the party. He knew that the party’s
chiefs in the federal arena would be
called upon to devote to it their intelli-
gence and their devotion, perhaps even
to the extent of some humility when
recalling former days and youthful ora-
tions, yet he did not see that there would
be any forsaking of their political
principles by adapting them to the exig-
encies of the troubled period through
which they all were passing.

In conclusion, Mr. Taschereau, re-
ferring to the presence of Sir Lomer
Gogin, said that in alllance with “Mr.
King and his popular lieutenants his
name would be a gage on ovefwhelm-
ing vietory.” Universal request had been
made to him to enter the federal scene
of action and it had been pointed out to
him that he could mot rightfully withg
hold from the service of his country the
ability and activity which "he had
placed at the disposition of his province
during the fifteen years he had been pre-
mier of Quebec.

Sig Lomer Gouin.

Sir Lomer Gouin painted a dark pic-
ture of the condition of the Dominion
at the present time. “Never,” he said,
“were our industrial, financial and com-
mercial conditions so troubled. The
crisis of unemployment is on, 200,000
men without work, and the number will
be greatly incregsed this winter. The
revenue of the country is falling in
alarming proportions and the commeree
has also fallen off. We are in chaos and
how will we ecome out

“Despite all the evil we must not de-
spair,” he counselled, and added that
“we do not need to be prophets to say
that history will repeat itself and that
in a few weeks the successor of Laurier,
the leader of the Liberal Party, Mr.
King, will take up the work of Laurier
and will continue it and finish it.”

Turning to Mr. King he said: “I greet
the leader of the Liberal Party.”

Hon. Mr. King, rising to reply, said
that they had won the first battle in
forcing the government to give elections
and the second victory was coming. In
regard to the reconstructed cabinet, he
said: “Now men are looking up works
of reference to find out who the gentle-
men are whom he has chosen for his
cabinet. 1 believe history will look on
these six gentlemen who have joined the
government as its pall-bearers.”

WESTERN LUNBER
MEN ALSD OBIECT
10 TARKF LAW

‘Washington, Sept. 23—(By Canadian
Press)— Views of the Western Pine Man-
ufacturers’ Association on the question
of tariff on posts, poles and ties are sum-
med up in interesting fashion in a state-
ment of that association intended for the
information of members of the senate
and of the senate finance committee.
The importance of trade with Canada
is emphasized. The Assoeciation says:

“With the provisions for a tariff on
posts, poles and ties, proposed in the
Fordney bill, identical with that carried
in the Payne-Aldrich tariff, it is evident
that there has been no consideration
given or investigation made of the trend
of depletion and the cost, as well as the
effect of both these factors upon the
operating expenses of American rail-
roads, telephone companies, municipal
corporations and the great American
farmer who utlizgies practically sixty per
cent. of a%§ the wooden posts produced.

“While the United States has, up to
the past few years, sustained its demand
for ties, post and poles, this country is
becoming more and more dependent upon
foreign supply.

“The amount;of revenue to be derived
from the assessment of this tariff is
relatively inconsequental compared to the
effect which free transportation of these
articles would have upon the betterment
of exchange with Canada, together with
the stabilization of maintainance expense
of the railroads and other users of the
commodities,

“Importation free of duty of com-
moditesi which we are admittedly short
of, and-which constitute raw materials
to our industry, such as lumber, shingles,
posts, poles and ties will permit Canada
to repay the United States with com-
modities which do not restrict the pro-
gress of American idustry and -which
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will aid in the rehabilitation of our ex-
change with Canada and the increase of
trade, as well as will make for the con-
servation of our natural resources.

The population of timber in the
United States reached its height in 1907,
and there has been a steady shrinkage
each year since then. The south which
Jn the last five-year périod has produced
a large quantity of ties, reports that
nirety-one per cent of the mills will be
cut out in five years. The tie production
of Michigan, Wisconsin and Minnesota
is practically exhausted and the local
production in those states is in a sense
sufficient to care even for the small part

TARIFF BILL MAY

BE POSTPONED

Hearings, However, by Sen-
ate Committee will Resume
in October—Newfoundland
Protests Against the Fish
Rates.

Washington, Sept. 23—(By Canadian
Press)—The last few days have been
marked by increasing talk to the effect
that revision of the tariff is likely to be
delayed until next winter and until
after the disarmament conference. Num-
erous stories are in eirculation to the
effect that passage of the tariff bill will
be postponed and that the Harding ad-
ministration would like to see its post-
ponement. I

Undoubtedly, there is as a certain
foundation for this talk of postpane-
ment but there is as yet no real indica-
tion that passage of the tariff bill will
be deliverately deferred for some months,
as some reports indicate. It is true, there
is a growing sentiment in this country
and in congress that the passage of a pew
tariff measure at this time, especially
one imposing high rates of duty, is an
economic mistake. But the political
leaders now in power have given so
many promises on the stump, of early
tariff revision that they camnot with
safety to themselves defer revision for
any considerable’ period,

Chairman Penrose of the senate finance
committee has given it out this week
that the committee will resume hear-
ings on the tariff bill as soon as possible
after the treasury experts have collected
the information they want on United
States and foreign values of goods. This
probably means resumption of hearings
early in October. The finance committee
plans to report the new tax bil; to the
senate when the senate reconvenes on
September 21. The committee will re-
new hearings on the tariff after it has
reported the tax bill whenever the
treasury experts have their data ready.

If the plans of the finance committee
do not go away, the tariff bill will be re-
ported to the senate ahout November 1,
A report as late as that will probably
make it impossible to pass the bill
finally hefore December. But any delay
of a new tariff law beyond December
will bring a tremendous outery from
many of the protected industries of the
country.

Newfoundlang Objects.

Appearance of Premier Squires of
Newfoundland before the finance com-
mittee to argue against the high rates
of the house tariff on cod, herring and
eod oil, which are aimed at Newfound-
land fisheries, was an unusual procedure
in tariff annuals. The premier made a
good impression and put up a strong
argument. He held house rates would
be prohibitive and he was able to show
that the value of the exports of the U, S.
to Newfoundland is about ten times the
value of the imports intg the U. S. from
Newfoundland. To put prohibitive rates
into effect, he pointed out, would by no
means be to the interest of Ameriean
trade with that island. The committee
has not indicated what aetion it will
take but among republicans who favor
moderate tariffs there is support for the
premier’s position.

TYPHOID CARRIER
CAUSED FIRTEEN DEATHS

Jacobstown, N. J., Sept. 22—A “ty-
phoid carrier”—one of those strange but
not rare creatures who innocently spread
the dangerous fever wherever they go—
ijs pronounced responsible for a “mys-
terious disease,” which for several weeks
has been ravaging the quiet Burlington
county farming region hereabauts.

In and about this isolated hamlet,
twenty miles east by south from Tren-
ton over the highways and with no rail-
way or trolley connection with any other
town, fifteen men and women have died
recently from what the people here have
called “the awful visitation,” or the
“strange malady.” More than 200 others
have been ill, although nearly all of these
latter now are well on their way to con-
valescence.

But there is no longer any mystery
about the epidemic. I was typhoid
fever—perhaps slightly complicated by a
form of poisoning—caused by the eating
of chicken salad by those who attended
the “harvest home supper” given here
July 27 for the benefit of the Jaecobs-
