ORGANIZATION

During the past week, No, 14 (Pighter) Squadron, which was
located at R.C.A.F. Station, Rockcliffe, was transferred to Western

At the present time there are a large number of scientiste
avallable at the National Research Council and other Laboratories

problems, - 1t has therefore been decided to appoint a Director General
of Air Research for the R.C.A.F,

The reeponsibilities and duties of this appointment are:

(a) To keep informed upon research and development work in this
and other countries and to direct the attention of the Chief
of the Air Staff and Air Members to important developments,

(b) In co-operation with Air Members, to investigate problems
connected with the work of the R.C.A.F, and to make recommendations
for researech and development work,

(¢) To act as Liaison Officer on research and development problems,
between the R.C.A.F. and other Canadlan Government Departments,
the U,S, Services and research institutions (through Air Attache,
Washington) and the British authorities (through the British Re=
search Lisison Officer), ;

The statua of the Director General of Air Research in relation to the
R,C.A.F. and the National Research Council will be as follows:

(a) He is to have access to all R.C.A.FP, Unite and establishments
(through Commands) and is to report direct to the Chief of the
Air Staff on the same level as an Air Member,

(b) He will be eppointed as fipecial Assistent to the President of
the National Research Council for handling relatiefis with'\the
R.C.A,F,, thereby giving him free access to the laboratoriss
of the National Research Counecil, o
