He had been identified with res
ponsible Government of the Province,
and with the advocacy and carrying into
offect of Confedoration.

{riend, now Judge Grey, in an clection cam-
paign in St. Jobn, and was cornered by
an elector in a public mecting.on the sub-
ject of the Intercofounial Railway. He
then declared that his preforence in regard
to tho route was, first, that it should be
by the River St. John ; failing that, by
what was known as the'Contral ; and next,
by any other route that might be deter-
mined upon,

Lator in the history of tho scheme there
was a time when in the Dominion Cabinet,
of which he was a momber, there was a
pressure broaght by Nova Scotia, Quebec,
and Yocal influences to force the Governs
ment to procecd at once with constraction.
A pledge had however beon given that com-
plete surveys, would be made before any
route was determined wpon, and ke told
his colleagues in the Cabinet thatif the
route by the North Shore were chosen
without those pledges being carried out he
would have to resign. They, then, so far
meot Lis views a8 to order and make those
Surveys. Ia doing so, it was found that
a foasible route unoear the Awmerican
boundary, and, at the same time,
what he desired for the St John
Rivor was comparatively impracticable.
On the other hand, it was nccessary to
mect the views of the Imporial Govern.
ment respecting the road as a military
route, inorder to sccure the guarantee of
the necessary loan for construction. This,
with the local influence in favor of the
prescnt route, obliged him to yield to the
views of the majonity of his ocolleagues,
and the route of the Intercolonial thus
went by the North Shore.

After seeing the road as he had done to-
day, and observing the traffic it already
enjoyed, KUOWING Al80  ita ehcourdgmg
prospects for the future, he must confoss
that he never before exporienced so little
of a fooling against the route selected.

After referring to the intercsta that
would be served by the Railway, the
businoss it would sorcate, as well as that
which would be facilitated by it—the
opening up of the gowntry % tourists and
pleasure seckers- —he contrasted the Rail
way facilities of tho Proviuce now with
what they wero twenty-five years ago;
then, he said, thore were only six or seven
miles of Railway in New Brunswick, now,
there are nearly seven hundred miles—
more mileage por head of the population
than in any other country.

The chances are that before long we
shall have eight hundred and, perhaps,nine
hundred miles of Railways in the Provinco.
