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marks and whose impress, it not so ............. *
broad at first, have silently become 
deeply engraved by their keener, 
though narrower insight.

Mr. Beecher was essentially il.e pro­
duct of Arieriean liberty of thinking 
and acting, which is prone to confuse 
freedom with absence of all restraint, 
and he was a man for the times only 
in which he lived. Pei haps his span 
of life is the boundary of his influence.
It was a personal and visible influence 
which he exercised, rather than a 
spiritual or intellectual power,although 
his mental energy was g re it, if not con­
centrated. lie was a b o n orator who 
adopted the sphere of th..- pulpit before 
he discovered its conventional limits 
were too contracted for the display of 
his emotional versatility and іmplosive 
and superficial teaching. Theology 
owes him little and positive Christianity 
less, ilo repudiated the further and 
aimed at dulling the sharpness of the 
latter with latitudinarian excop 
tions, provisos and expositions to make 
it more conformable to reason and the 
demands of modern civilization. As 
in the early ages of the church the 
better and supposed innocent parts of 
paganism were blended with Christian 
practice, in order to popularize" th#» new 
religion, so, in our timess, the doc­
trines of humanity explain or modify 
the superhuman difficulties uf Chris­
tianity,so that men may make tiie best 
of two worlds.

The work that men like Mr. Beecher 
do is not mi mixed good, especially in 
the sphere of religion. Their inevi­
table egotism and. strong personality 
interpose between the supreme object 
and those whom they pddress. Their 
departure leaves a blank and the peo­
ple find that the best part of their re­
ligion has vanished with the preacher.
The centre of attraction having been 
temporal and visible, its removal loaves 
the sheep without a shepherd or the 
army without a leader. The ground of 
the assembly being human the gather­
ing together fails in substantial result.

Mr. Beecher reached his eminence 
during the anti-slavery and war period.
Both at home and. in England he did 
great service to the causes of the negro 
and the Union. Afterwards, a cloud 
fell over his character, out of which it 
emerged in mist that never altogether 
lifted. The robustness of his nature 
and combatative spirit lived down what 
would have crushed a man of finer 
fibre. In fact, Mr. Beecher missed his
