DEATH OF HON. JOHN MoMILLAN.

Thedeathof Hon,John McMillan, postoffice
inspector of New Brunswick, which ocourred
at his residence, Sammer street, Portland,
Sanday evening, will be heard with regret in
this city, along the North Shore, and gener-
ally throughout the province. Mr, Mo.
Millan had been in ill health for some
months, and weeks ago It was seen that the
end was' approaching, He represented the
county of Restigouche in the local agsembly
from 1857 down to Confederation, and held
In succession the portfolios of Sarveyor
General and Poat Master General, resigning
his seat in the assembly in 1867, He was
appointed post cffice Inspector for the New
Brunswick district August 7th,'1867, and
discharged the duties of that responsible
position with rare fidelity and personal zeal
until stricken d wn by the illness which re.
sulted in his Jeltb.

Three daughters and three sons survive
him, Mr, McMillan was born 4th Auguat,
1816,

Now that Geronlmo has for the $hird time
been capturedl, the question s, what Is to
be done with him, This question has arfsen
twloe before and each time was temporarily
settled by the escape of the captured brave,
It Is belleved that Geronimo refuses. $o ran
away agaln, and 1t is stated that he surren-
dered under certaln conditions ‘which may
complicate proceedings before the courts,

. Many men, women, and ohildren have met g
cruel death by Geronlmo’s hand, or at his

Instigation, and the extenuating circam.
stances are not perceptible to the naked eye,
Exoept that Geronimo has never had a white
man's training, never enjoyed personal and
friendly Intercourse with many civilized
people, and never offered to sell out his cauge
for cash, his case 1s not unlike that of the
late Louis Riel. The latter was calculating
and mercenary, the former is ferocious and
brutal. Both were cruel and selfish, Pro-.
bably Geronimo cannot be proved to have
killed anybody, His orimes, like those of
Riel, were of a military character, and his
olalm to the tréatment usually accord-
ed fo belligerents s as good as
that of the half-breed leader. Oar Ameri-
oan cousins took a deep Interest in the fate
of Riel. "' We were advised to spare him,
We were invited to show to the olvilized
world that we knew how to be maguani-
mous, . The fate of Rlel was to be the
measure of our enlightenment, ~Freedom,
across the border, shrieked when Rlel
fell, and the Noew York Herald intimated
that Canada was justly entitled o the scorn
of humanity, Remembering these things we
turn with interest to read the plea which
the Herald and its contemporaries have to
make for Geronimo, Though the Herald's
influencs in Canada was not sufficlent to
savethe life of the clvilized murderer,
it should be sufficlent to save poor, savage,
Geronimo who has 50 long and so bravely
withstood the United States armies, and has
at lsat thrown himself on the mercy of his
foes, We find the New York Herald's ap-
peal for the Apache chief runs in this wise :
*‘Geronimo is ons of the most desperate and
relentless murderers unhung. His example
Is a very dangerous one. No one doubis
that his Intelligence aad experience make
him fally responsible for his orlmes, He
should have a fair trial, Bat there Is no
just room, in his case, for the application of
sickly sentimentality.”

Obituary.

(Yarmouth Timea)
One of the historic landmarks of Nova Seotia
has been removed in the death of Bimon
D’Eantremont of Pubnico, who passed away at

the ripe age of 98 years, on Tueedsy last, Mr,
D’Entremont was a direot descendent of the
Baron Pobomocoup, famed in early Acadian
History. Simon’s grandfather and his family
were removed from the vicinity of Cape Fabla
in the spring of 1757 by a British vessel and
carried to Boston, There the grandfather died,
His son, Benoni, was the leader of s party
of Acadians who returned to N ova Scotia
in 1768, and settled Pabnico,, This Beneni
was the first Acadian magistrate appointed
under afi - Hoglish government in Nova
Scotia, He had six sons, of whom Simon
the subject of this notice was the second,
Simon D’Entremont took his father’s place as
the leading representative Acadian in this
province, and was the firat Acadian who ever
sat in an Eoglish parlisment, having occupied
a seat in the house .of assembly at Halifax as
a representative of Yarmouth,” Notwithstand.
ing the great age he had reached, Squire
Simon’s memory remained clear up to the Jast
and he could tall shout Yarinouth aimost be.
fore its history commenced, In all probability
hq was the  oldest Acadian in the -Dominion,

Suicide at Waterford.

On Friday last the Parish of Waterford was
startled by the intelligencs that Miss Oatherine
J. Lockbart, a lady well known and highly re-
spected by the whole community had commit-
ted suicide.

A, Moors, one of the coroners for the
county, having summoned a jury. held an in-
quest on the body, and after Dr. Ryan of Sus
tex had made & post mortem examination, the
jury found the following verdict : Fhat the
eaid CatherineJ. Lockhazt came to ber death
by a weund in the throat caused or inflicted by
a koife in her own hands, and that we believe
that the said act was committed by her while
laboring under a fit of temporary insanity.

The deceased belonged to oume of the oldest
and most respected families in the parish, and
her numerous friends and relatives have the
profound sympathy of the whole community
in this sad aud qnexpected calamity,
