- Saint Croix, whose waters wash it on
the south, while those of Passamaquod-
dy Bay roll along its front and north-
ern side. It has a filne beach and ex-
cellent facilities for bathing, and has
become a very popular resort during
the warm weather.

. While Saint Andrews had been occa-
sionally visited by Mr. McColl and oth-
ers for many years, no. real effort was
made ‘to organize a society until 1830,
when Henry Daniel, who had just ar-
rived from England, was sent there.
Upon his arrival he found six persons
whom he enrolled as members, but he
had 1o place in which to preach, nor
congregation to preach to, but at the
end of two years he so well succeeded
that his successor found a menibership
of thirty, a goodly number of regular
attendants, and a church in which to
worshiip. The older ministers will re-
call the names of Charles and James
Stephenson, Thomas T. Odell, Who sub-.
sequéntly united with the Episcopalians,.
Sargent Maloney,
Andrew Elllott and others, and of a
few earnest and falthful women. The
church has never been strong, either:
numerically or financially, and- withouit
an increase in populauon,' no great in-
crease can reasonably be expected, Mr,
Daniel’s successors have been:

MR. MURRAY.

After several notices of inquiry Mr.
Murray rose to move the address in
reply to the speech from the throne.

The house has been called together
earlier than of late, which will meet
with approval, as it {s as well that
the business of the past year should
be closed up at as early a date as pos-
sible. He was sure that members
would concur i{n reference to the visit
of his Serene Highness Prince Louis
of Battenberg, and in the comment on
the sad and unexpected death of the
Hon, Raymond Prefontaine, The ad-
mirable manner In which the late min-
ister served the public in other capaci-
ties so brought him' to the front that
he was elevated to his late position,
in which position he displayed  his
usual energy and administrative abili-
ties, going heart and soul into the
work, thoroughly acquainting himself
with the details of the department,
and with the works undertaken and
which should be undertaken by it, with
a view to the protecting of our coasts
and fisheries, improving transporta-
tion facilities by water »and in general
the safeguarding and promoting of the
welfare of’Canada so far as pertains
to this department.

The dairying industry has made steady
pbrogress during the last ten years.
In 1896 the value of the dairy pro-
duces of the province was $76,151, in
1900, $284,326; In 1903, $387,639. In 1904
there was a decline due to the unfavor-
able season and the drought, to $339,-
969, ' During that year hay was also
short and many farmers had to reduce
their stock go that last year the value
of the dairy products only rose to $344,-
026. There is no .doubt that this indus-
try is one which is certain to increase
notwithStanding the temporary check
which it has received from two unfav-
orable seasons. I think that thé action
of the government and its policy in re-
gard to agricultural education is to' be
highly ecommended. Meetings have been
held in various sections of the province
addressed by experienced and practical
farmers and has done much good. The
department has in addition adopted a
plan to encourage young farmers to im-
prove their knowledge of the business,
To any scholar who will take an agri-
cultural course at. an agricultural col-
lege either at Truro, N, 8., or Guelph,
the department will pay transportation
clarges to and from the college,

By this policy young farmers of the
province have the same opportunity ofy
attending an agricultural college as if
there were one in the province, while
the cost of transportation to the depart-
ment is trifling in comparison with
what the cost of establishing and main-
taining a college would be. The muni-
ficence of Sir Wm. MacDonald in erect-
ing and endoljing an agricultural col-
lege at St. Anne de Bellevue, Queber,
has also enabled .the government to
grant similar transportation facilities
to students from this province who wish
to attend that institution.

In connection with farming I may* al-
8o mention the establishment of {llus-
tration orchards by the government.
In the spring of 1905 ten orchards were
set in different parts of the province
which with the ones set in the spring
of 1003 make 17 in all. It i{s proposed
to continue this work until each county
has at least two acres.

The trees in nearly every instance
lived and made a good growth, the
first season, but in some sections the
Bevere weather of last winter caused a
good deal of winter Killing. These
trees will be replaced in the spring of
1906,

In the case of the orchard eet in
Charlotte Co. the owners cared for it/
Just as directed by the department.
Only one apple tree dled last winter
out of the 100 and they have made a
splendid growth the past season,

1 highly approve of the idea of com-.
pulsory education and regard it as a.l
move in the right direction. In many
places boys and girls are going about
the streets who ought to be at school.
This is a great detriment to the chil-
dren, and therefore the government,
should step in and see that they get
an education, In some districts the
teacher does not have half as many
pupils as he could attend to, and
therefore there would be iittle or no
increase of the cost under a compul-
sory education act. £

In his comments on the ' proposed
changes in the courts, the hon, member
suggested that there ought to be some
change in the probate courts with re-
ference to the salaries of the judges.
The salaries of the judges of the su-
preme court and the county courts
were paid by the government, and fees
have long been abolished. But in the
probate courts the judges are paid by
fees.. He thought the time had come
when a change should be made in this
respect.

MR. ROBERTSON (ST. JOHN).

I am sure all the members will join
with me in reégretting that the mem-
ber for Kent, who was to have second-
ed the address, is not able to be pre-
sent in consequence of the serious ill-
ness of his wife, And knowing the
ability of the member from Northum-
berland, whohas moved it, I feel that
there would be little left for me to say.
I must congratulate him on the able
manner in which he has acquitted him-
Self, and I feel eertain that if the sec-
onder of the address had been here he
would also have ddf& well. He is an
Acadian from the same county in
which I was born. They are a trust-
ing and honest people, and I have
watched with interest the advances
they have made in the last 30 or 40
years. Then they had only one or two
representatives. - Now they have six,
and one in the government,

The reference in ‘the speech to the
death of Mr, Prefontaine is timely. The
prineipal object of his visit to Europe
was to confer with a British admiralty
in regard to the taking over of the
dock yards. He was for many years
a strong advocate of a Canadian auxili-
ary uavy. That was a grand idea.
When we look at what is being done
by Japan, by the United States, and
by Germany, to upbuiid their shipping
interest, how can we in Canada expect
to become a great world power if we
pass
Away . without an effort to revve it,
and I may say there is no province in
Canada more interested in this matter

than New Brunswick. It would be
quite proper, I think, for this house to

draw the attention of the federal gov-
ernment to the need of the revival of
shipbuilding.

Reference has also been made to the
fisheries and our provincial subsidies.
It seems to me that the time has come
when . the provincial governments
should make a demand for the read-
Justment of the subsidies, for it is {m-
possible to develop the resources of the
province without additional revenue,

MR. HAZEN.

I think this is the first occasion on
which I have risen as leader of the op-
position to offer some remarks on the
speech from the throne when the per-
sonnel of the house showed no change
from that of the preceding year. This
is a matter for congratulation, but per-
haps there are some members present
who regret that they have not been re-
moved: from this arena by some other
power. There is a St. John M. PP
who was recommernded for the regis-
trarship of probates, but the govern-
ment felt it was inopportune time to
open a St. John constituency, so we

now find him here complacent, happy ‘

and loyal, taking second place in sec-
onding the address, in which on . a pre-
‘vious ocoasion he had been the mover.
But I trust that his reward will soon
come and that he will yet occupy =
position more worthy of his public
work and of his constituency. It is
only right that the hénor done to the
remains .of the late - Hon. Raymend
Prefontaine by Great Britain and
France should be noted-in' the address.
‘While I sat in parllament with the late
minister 1 soon noted that he gave
satisfaction to all the members and
others with whom he came in contact.
Mr.  Ha¥efi heté paid'4 warm tribute to
the late Dr. Wm, Christie, a man of
ability and high standing, who had
left his mark on the public affairs of
St. John. The address does not show
the graceful hand of the attorney gen-
eral, and it looks as if he had passad
its preparation over to the minister of
agriculture. This speech, like its pre-
decessors, carefully conceals from par-
liament what measures the government
intends to bring down, thereby leav-
ing the bulk of their work to be, hur-
ried through during the closing hours
of the session.

It is passing strange no reference is
made to the agricultural legislation of
the lasc two years, but the government
has to go back to the dairy legislation
of years ago on which to rest its feat.
The government knows the Central
Rallway guarantee is a miserable plece
of legislation ' and ‘therefore wisely
avoids any reference to it on the pres-
ent occasion. Thelr highway act is
most unpopular all over the province,
It forced the people to raise their lands
and then hand the money over to other
powers to be expended. It was an act
that even made no provision for win-
ter roads and in all its details consti-
tuted a plece of legislation that has
provoked universal opposition. Tor
myself and my party there is no half-
way ground, and we will not be satis-
fled until it is left off the statute book.

The results ftom the dairy policy are
extremely disappointing to the farmers
and the business men. Census returns
show only & small increase in the an-

. nual output of home-made butter and

factory returnis show that in the ten
years from 1885 to 1804 inclusive the
increase was only at the rate of $20,000
per year. The factory managed by Mr.
Eveleigh of Sussex, who had no help
from the. dairy' superintendents, but
frequently their active opposition, made
nearly $5,000 each year of this annual
increase. This increase is only confined
to a small section of the pravince and
in other sections the country is dotted
with abandoned cheese and butter fac-
tories, melancholy monuments to , the
fallure of the great dairy policy.
‘While our dairy output has increased
at an average rate of $20,000 per year,

that of Quebec has increased over §1,-,

000,000 per year and Ontario at the rate
of $521,825 per year and Maine one
single dairy business has grown for the

same period-at the rate of -about $100,-.

000 per year. Last year this factory
near Lewiston, paid eut to its patrons
nearly a million of dollars. I am in-
formed that the yearly dairy output of
the State of Maine totals about $16,000,-
4Another paragraph refers to-agricul-
tural education. When legislation was
passed committing the province to
large expenditures on this line in Nova
Scotia I urged the province to go slow

‘and suggested. that scholarshipg at the

agricultural college at Guelph and oth-
er places should be openéd to our farm-
ers’ sons. I am glad to see this course
now partly adopted.

{llustration orchards should be a
benefit if properly carried out, Near
Sussex’ there' wasg-diffienlty in finding
a supporter of the government, for the
department had to go to a spot nearly
a mile from any puble highway to
find a location. Out of the 50 trees
planted there in 1904 I understand that
21 did not survive the first winter.
At Chipman another orchard was
planted, and here apple growers in-
formed me the department had display-
ed astonishing sagacity in selecting a
plece of ground safely protected from
inquisitive eyes by Senator King’'s
buildings, and have planted their or-
chard upon what is practically a sand
bank, with four or five inches of soil
artificlally made on the surface. In
St, John county it should be desired to
place an orchard where people who

‘come into St, John city might see it,

but we find it safely tucked away be-
hind Mount Pleasant, where no one
except the St. John Golf Club would
discover it,

I am sorry there was no paragraph
in the speech to improve the condition
of school teachers. I have always felt
compulsory education was the logical
accompaniment -of the free schools.
From the meagre details in possession
of the house it appeared that the com-
pulsory bill was to be a permissive
measure. I heartily approve of a per-
missive bill in country districts, but I
would make the measure imperative in
cities and towns where children acquire
the criminal habit by idleness. It is a
disgrace to our system to let children

I must congratulate my hon, col-
league from Northumberland on his
admirable speech and also the second-
er,. the-able  represeniative from the
city of St.John. I need not congratu-
late ‘the leader of the opposition on his
speech, because I have congratulated
him on the samo speech several times
before. In this speech he has made
many wild stataments for which there
is no foundation. He has made one
remark in regard to party politics
which T would like to sée him adopt.
If he did so he would endeavor to deal
fair with the government, but every
measure which we bring forward is
criticized most wunfairly. 'When the
government made an honest endeavor
to improve the roads in the country,
we hoped to have the co-operation of
the members on the other side, but
they have been doing everything in
their power to make it unpopular. 1t
is not the intention of the government
to repeal it, for it meets with the sups
port of the best people in the province.
In many counties where he has en-
deavored to create dissatisfaction with
the aect the mumicipalities refused to
condemn it. It is the policy of this
government to maintain this law, and
if he went into power tomorrow he
would not dars to rspeal it. Although
we have had no assessment yet avail
able the act has worked well, and
many persons have written to ug to
say that it is a great improvemént on
the old system. :

The leader of the opposition ‘speaks
of the Central Railway.. The policy of
the government has been to establish
the coal industry of the province, and
to give our coal mines railway facili-
ties to enable them to reach a market.
By the first of July next we will have
the best company road in the Pprovince,

something should be ‘done to insure
the attendance of children at the free
schools. In Ontario they have a com-
puleory law, but in Nova Scotia it is
optional, I think that we should leave
it optional with the municipalities anq
in towns and cities. The premier ex.
plained at some length the compulsory
law of Ontario, and added: It scems
to me that there should be no diffi-
culty in framing a law that could be
worked out, and T trust that when the
bill is introduced it will meet with the
approbation of the house and of the
country,

My hon. friend has also Feferred to
the Halifax fishery award and the in.
crease of province subsidies. Yet he
does not tell us what more the govern-
ment could have done in these matters
than we have done.s Time and again
we have endeavored to get this con-
ference arranged.  We have impressed
these matters on the federal govern-
ment as strongly as we could, and not
only this government, but the people
of this province will demand their
rights and a speedy settlemient. T no.
ticed that In one of the provinces
threats have been made If the federal

deal with any government which refuses
them justice. I have reason to believe
that there will be a conference shortly
with the federal government and that
the matter will be adjusted. In Sep-
tember last we wrote to Sir Wiitrid
Laurier requesting a speedy settloment
of these matters. I have since received
a reply which s marked private and I
have no reason to doubt that the mat-
ter will be settled favorably to us as all
the provinces are in it.

The leader of the opposition has sald
that I will not probably be here next
session, but I may gay here that I
have never applied for any office, I
will stay here as long as the people of
this province give me their support, and
I think that will be as long as the hon.
gentleman is.leader of the opposition.

That gentleman gloats over the fact

is hard to-change old habits, yet look
at the development of dairying in Kings
and some other counties. We find
great difficulty in getting the farmers
to co-operate, but surely that i not the
fault of - the government, Stil 'all
through: this province there is marked
progress. Madawaska is advancing to
the front in dairying and becoming a
rich county. There has also been much
agricultural progress on the North
Shore.. In conclusion I may say that it
should be our policy on both sides.of
the house to endeavor to promote the
best fhierests of the country and T hope
that this session may be distinguished
by its harmony and by the excellence
of the legislation which is enacted.
