A recent discussion took place at 
the Hotel Vancouver as to a fit anch­
orage for the New Zealand In St. John 
harbor. The super-dreadnought draws

Hon. J. D. Hazen after speaking of 
the grand Conservative annual pic­
nic at Howe Sound, and after address­
ing the Canadian Club and several 
public meetings, left last week for 
the Yukon. He made the announce­
ment while here that harbor commis­
sioners wfll soon be appointed' to con­
duct Vancouver harbor.

Dredging 
and dock building will proceed at a 
much faster rate than heretofore, as 
until the present government came in­
to power very little was done to aid 
Pacific coast ports.

False Creek, which splits Vancouver 
like Courtenay Bay, will presently 
seem to cut Into Greater St. John, Is 
being dredged to a 35 foot depth. The 
Fraser River, which is ttie southward 
boundary of Greater Vancouver, is be­
ing dredged, and jetties will be con­
structed at Its mouth to make the 
channels permanent. Wharves and 
docks will be constructed at intervals 
from the mouth to New Westminster.

In# shaken,” said Alphonse Verville,* 
addressing a well attended meeting 
of working men held under the au- 
eplces of the Trades and Labor Coun­
cil last evening. "The workers are 
waking up to the fact that something 
Is wrong with society; they are get­
ting tired of working hard all the time 
for a bare subsistence, and unless the 
labor question Is solved and the work­
ers given a fair share of the comforts 
and culture of life there will be trou­
ble. Up In parliament your represent­
atives are beginning to realize that the 
fotindations of society are in danger, 
and they are beginning to see the no- 

lty of giving consideration to the 
ts and Interests of the workers, 
n I went to parliament seven 

; Years ago I was told by the librarian 
that outside of myself there were only 
th^e or four members who were tab­
ling out- books on sociology from the 
lllbÿary. Now I can tell you there are 
| quite a number of members who are 
reading books on sociology, and study- 

ling the problems presented by the 
(growing social unrest.

4notherthlng very significant of the 
lAanglng spirit of the times Is the 
attitude of parliament and the public 
generally to new measures. A few 
years ago any progressive measure

The Cost of Living.

Mr. Verville dealt at some length 
with the high cost of living and point­
ed out that workingmen even with 
higher wages were having great diffi­
culty in bringing up their families in 
a satisfactory manner. One of the un­

fair causes of the high cost of living 
wan, he said, the practice of forming 
mergers, and he gave a number of in­
stances of companies issuing oceans 
of watered stock and raising prices to 
consumers in order to pay dividends 
on "fictitious capital. Another factor 
in increasing the cost of living was 

’the cold storage system. In order to 
deWtop the cold storage system the 
government had paid liberal bonuses 
in Ae hope the system would be used 

enefiLflf the people,_^ut those 
who controlled cold storage facilities 

•had abused their powers and had made 
'the system an Instrument for exploit­
ing the people.

Becoming Physically Weak.

Mr. Verville declared that under 
present conditions the working class 
were losing their 
and that unless something was done 
specially to enable the workers to live 
better, their physical deterioration 
would mean the decay 
In a rich country like 
the great resources and powers of 
wealth production it was absurd that 
vast sections of the people should be 
living on the low plane of existence.

It was said we were living In a 
Christian state of society, but he was 
unable to see anything of a Christian 
nature in the present state of society, 
wherein the few lived in abundance at 
the expense of the many.

The speaker pointed out that the 
workers, if not in their own Interest, 
at least for the sake of

physical stamina,

of the nation. 
Canada, with

their chil­
dren should study the labor ques­
tion, and organize and train their 
forces for the purpose of getting con­
trol of the government, and reorgan­
izing society so that they and their 
children might share In the fruits of 
..progress. In conclusion he urged the 
St. John trade unionists to send a 
large delegation to the Trades and 
Labor Congress of Canada at Mont­
real this year, and try to get the con­
vention here next year.

After Mr. Verville's address some 
discussion took place on the plans for 
ithe Labor Day parade, and the various 
unions were urged to get their mem­
bers to turn out and make the demon­
stration a success.
