Stockholm, Feb. 10.—The question
of naval defence dominates the politi-
cal situation in Sweden. When the
present Liberal government came into
office in 1911, it appointed a special
committee to consider the problem of
national defense. One of the leading
questions was the time of service for
conscripts, especially infantry, which
is considered on account of the nature
of the country, the most important
arm of Swedish services. The needs
of the navy were also placed in the
hands of the commission.

The results of the hearings have
not been published, but Premier Carl
Staff has announced plans for the
fortification of various inlms‘\\'hlch
form an important naval station on
the coast of Norrland, and the build-
ing of six to elght sen1l~drea(lllo\1gh{:%.

Nicholas, wrecked near Alpena, Mich,,
and later brought to Port Huron by the
Reids, after one of the most remank-
able feats in marine history, is a total
wreck, was the determination of the
insurance adjusters, inspectors, own-
ers and others interested when they
examined the boat in the Reid dry
docks today. An examination showed
that the Nicholas had over 100 plates
damaged by the rocks, and that it
would cost $90,000 to make the neces-
sary repairs.

The bill for the work done by the
Reids will amount to about $50,000.
The cargo saved from the wreck is
worth about $70,000.
