IMPERIAL BUDGET PRESENTED.

Sir Michsel Hicks-Beach Reports
8 Small Surplus,

Lonpox, April 13—The chancellor of
the exchequer, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach,
pressmted the budget in the house of
commone todsy. The house was crowd-
ed when he rose to make his speech.
He eaid the trying periods of last year's
Spanist-Americaa war and the differ-
ences un the Niger and the Nile had no
prejudicisl effect on the country’s rev-
enue, the result for the year being s
small surplue.

Continuing the chancellor of the ex-
chequer said he confessed to being dis-
spoointed with the tobacco receipte,
that if they were able to leave tcbscco
alone he felt onfident the anticipations
of an increase of revenune fom the in-
creased consumption would be more
than realised during the coming year.

He estimated the exvenditure for the
coming year at £112927 000, an increaee
of £6,098,000 over last year, the total in-
crease of exrendifares during the )gst
four years being no less than £19,076,000.
It this incresse was to continue, the
soeaker pointed out, pailiament must
agree to & large increass in taxation or
discover new and prodmctive sources of
revenue, or the resnlt would be a reac
tion cgainst great expenditure, and be
foared that euch & reaction might im-
pair the efficiency of the defensive ser-
vices to the point in which they unhap-
plly stood during the last generation.

Lowpon, April 183—The chanceilor of
the exchequer then said: —

“We muet however be hopeful that
the approaching conference of the
powers who are animated by a desire for
pesce. may devise a check jor this
territ 13 competition in armaments, fro n
which even the wealthiest nations may
well pray to be delivered. At the same
time, if the expenditare on srmaments is
reduced I am convinced we ehall have
to increase ‘it in snother directior. I
fear the expenditare of the present year
csnnot be regarded merely temporarily.
The sum of £7,736,000, - the largest on
record will be availat 15 for $he reduction
of the deot.”

In conclision the chavcellor of the
exechequer remarked: “We are a!l) to
estimate 8 revemue of £111,157000 to
meet an expenditure of 110 927,000, leav-
ing & surplus of £230,000. The large ex-
penditare is not due to an aggressive
policy upon our part, but has been
forced upon us by the ineressed and
incressing armaments of ot:eis and the
consideration of the wnigne position of
our natiou: 1 prosperity and eecurity.”
