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A NEW MONTE CARLO

Near Chicago—Protected from Intrusion of
Police by Vicious Dogs.

e

Chicago, Dec. 2—A mnew Monte Carlo,
near Richton, was opened for business Sat-
urday by a gambling syndicate which was
formed during the small hours of the morn-
ing. Thomas McGinniss entered a stockade
surrounding the big poolroom 25 feet west
of the Illinois Central railroad tracks and
chained up half a dozen vicious dogs.
few minutes later Harry Perry and James
O’Leary shook hands on the platform of
the railway station and took a $45,000
“bank roll’” into the building. Behind Per-
ry and O’Leary came 100 clerks, telegraph
operators, bartenders and waiters.

The men who pin their faith on fickle
fortune came later. Two special trains
were loaded down with bettors who carried
money to back their selections. These
trains carried about 1,500 men to the new
Monte Carlo. ‘There was no fear of a raid.
The sense of security was inspired by an
inspection of  the surroundings. The big
building is bounded on three gides by a
cornfield, and on the fourth by the railroad
track. It stands on an elevation affording
a view of the surrounding country for
miles.

If officers of the law should appear it is
extremely doubtful if the sports would suf-
fer. The only entrance to the high stock-
ade surrounding the high platform is
through a covered gate. Every person pass-
ing through this must stand the inspection
of several employes who have a wide ac
quaintance among officers of the law.
Inside the building yesterday the bettors
found everything to their liking. A lunch
counter extends across the south side of
the room and a bar occupies a prominent
position. Dozens of brilliant lights are ar-
ranged in the resort. The main building
ijs finished in beaded wood. In the space
between the structure and the stockades
are two cottages, four doghouses and out-
buildings.

In the event of the appearance of raid-
ers or a sheriff’s posse visiting the modern
Monte Carlo, the great Dane dogs can be
turned loose in the space between the
building and stockade, and the animals
can be counted on to repel any ordinary
attack.

The large patronage that the gambling re-
sort received vesterday surprised the trust
members. Thev at once announced that,
beginning Tnesday. three special trains on
the Tllinois Central railroad would be run
Siaily.. and the runs made in record break-
ing time.

The supply of vicious dogs in the new
Monte Carlo will be added to as fast as
James O’Leary is able to purchase them.

Gi\(es the War Four Months.

e s

London, Dec. 4.--Mr. James G. Stowe,
the United States consul gemeral at Cape
Town, landed at Southampton today and
will sail for the United States Dec. 15
on the St. Lou's, said, today:

“I' give the war in South Africa: four
moniths to come to an end. In my opin-
jon it is bound to be snuffed out during
that period. The present plan of the
British campaign is bound to bring about
the result. Moreover there are 16,000
Boer prisoners in Ceylon, St. Helena and
at Cape Town, all of whom are anxious
to have an end to hostilities.

“Shortly before 1 left, Christian Botha,
a cousin of Louis Botha, gct up a petition
among ‘his fellow prisoners at Cape Town
urging the commandant general to make
peace. A majority signed the petition,
which undoubtedly represented the ag-
gregate opinion of the Boer prisoners.

“All this talk about burning farms is
Duncombe. ‘he only famms destroye:l
are those from which shots are fired at
the British or those which are being ob-
viously used to shelter the Boer.”

Mr. Stowe went on to relate severad in-
stances where the British had good ex
cuses for burning farms, but refrained.
He said he did not believe the rumors of
sedition in Cape Colony would result 1n
much.

“If the American system of repre-enta-
tion were foliowed in Cape Colony,” said
Mr. Stowe, “the Dutch there would nof
have a parliamentary majority. ‘They
have equal rights with the British; and
I cannot believe that they will be foolish
enough tb ralse a rumpus.

“I have friends among the Boers as well
as the British. I have been strictly neu-
tral throughout, and I do not believe
ithat the colonists have amy intention of
cutting their owan throats. Splendid
commercial opportunities are being open-
led up in South Africa, of which the Uni-
ted States are only just beginning to take
advantage. As soon as the fighting is
over, South Africa will be one of the
best muarkets in the world, a market
where the British themselves admit that
we are already outstriping them.”

Referring to the services of Mr. Adel-
bert S. Hay, United States consul at Pre:
toria, who is expected to return to the
United States in the course of a few
weeks, Mr. Stowe said: s

“Mn; Hay has won golden opinions on
both sides, although for a time some un-
pleasantness existed in his relations with
the Boers owing to the assertion that he
was a British spy.”

He expressed himself as unable to un-
derstand the attitude of Mr. Webster
Davis, former assistant secretary of the
interior of the United States, “consider-
ing the fact that Mr. Davis made pro-
British speeches while being entertained
in Cape Colony.” .. .

In Mr. Stowt’s opinion Sir Alfred Mil-
ner will eventually become governor gemn:
eral of a great South African confedera-
tion, including the Boer republic and
Rhodesia. “Milner,” he said, “is the man
of the hour, a man who in power and re-

DECEMBER SKIES,

Heavens Will Be
This Month.

Brilliant

THE GREAT. BEAR

e )

Is Climbing Up on the East--The
Northern Cross--The Chief Glory
is the Group of Conste'lations in
the East--Interesting Study of
the Heavens.

December skies with their consteHations
of unrivalled brilkancy and the unusually
attractive array of stars, will be taken
advantage of by local amateur astronom-
ers. The long winter evenings are alsc
an encouragement to the study of the
skies. Looking north ait 9 o'clock on the
first of the month the familiar figure of
the Great Bear is climbing up on the east
of the Pole. Over in the extreme north-
west the bright bluith-white Vega is set-
ting, followed a little higher up by the
Northern Cross, both reminders of a sum-
mer that is gone. In another hour they
will have disappeared below the horizom,
not to be seen again until they rise in tie
portheast next spring.

Almost due overhead is Cassiopeia, the
queeniy, whose chair is marked by that
zigzag row of five bright stars. Below,
Cassiopeia, follow.ng the Milky Way down
toward the east, are, first, Pereseus and
then Auriga, with the diamond-like Capel-
ta, the principal feature of the last named.
High up in the southwest is Pegasus,
whose great square is such an earily recog-
nized figure, and straggling along in the
south is Odtus, the Wihale, famous of
Mira, the most celeébrated variabie star
‘n the heavene.

It is, however, the group of constella-
tions in the east—Taurus, Orion, Gemini,
Canis Major—which forms the chief glory
of the December heavens. ' They remain
visible in the evening sky for several
months, but when they are just rising
they are peculiarly interesting. It is re-
markable howw much the shifting of posi-
tion in the sky alters the appearance of a
constellation.

This is particularly true of Orion. Now,
while the giant who is preparing to do
battle with that great bull just above him
‘n the sky is seen in the east; he is an
antirely different personage from the same
giant as he sinks to rest in the west next,
Magch! - L0

In Decemiber he seems more symmetric-
ally placed. The three bright stars which
mark his belt, a row which it would be
hard to duplicate anywhere eise in the
heavens—the great red Butelguese on the
right and the big blue Rigel on the left--
are apparently all arranged where they
may meke the best show. It is, indeed,
a ghorious constellation; equally attractive,
though in different ways. to the observer,
who has nothing but his own good eyes
to aid him, and to the astronomer with
the niost expensive instruments at his
command.

Yor here is the Great Nebula, undoubt-
edly a universe in process of formation.
Under the eye of the great telescope its
marvels are unlimited. A suggestion of
its beauty muy be gained with an opera
glass. The nebua is in the Sword of
Orion, the line of small stars extending
down from the belt, and is easily located.
To see it with a good instrument, and to
realize that here are. the materals of
which worlds are made, woilds which,
18 far as man can reason with analogy,
shoud glow with life when this little
globe of ours has been eold and dead for
ages, is to have a new sense of the infin-
ite.

It is wouth notng thet this nebula was
the first object of its kind photographed,
Dr. Henry Draper, in September, 1880,
suceeding in getting a good picture of the
brighter portions. Since that time many
excellent photographs have been obtained.

The two brightest staps of Orion—
Betelguese and Rigel—are remarkable on
their own account. Betelguese is notable
for its color, an orange red to the naked
eye, a rich topaz in the telescope. It is
also an irregular variable. Now it 18
generally mated slightly inferior to its
comparion, Rigel, but in 1852 Kietcher
declared it brighter ‘than Qapella. Sir
John Herschel first discovered its varia-
tions in 1826. Acording to Secchi’s classi-
fication of stars, Betelguese is a sun in
the decine of old age, while Rigel is in
the vigor of youth. It seems strange to
speak thus of bodies whose terms of ex-
istence are so immeasurably longer than
that of man’s whole history, but it is un-
doubtedly true that suns have a fixed
term of life, just as everything elee. The
one lesson which astronomy teaches is
that there is nothing fixed or unchange-
able except law.

But besides Orion and his brilliants,
there are Taurus, already mentioned, with
the fiery Aldebaran, in that famous N
shaped group known as the Hyades, and
with the still more famed Pleiades. Be-
low Orion, Sirius, brightest of stars, is
just rismg, while higher in the northeast
are the Twins, Castor and Pclilux. Wit
all these for study, December is, indeed,
a red-letter month in the astronomical
calendar.
