jater. It must have been pretty well Te-
stored after that shattering experience,
for it bears few evidences today of the
rough treatment it received, though there
are marks near the top where horseshoes
have been fastened. The entrance was
further protected by an outer door, a few
inches from the main one, but only four
feet six inches high (a little more than
balf the height of the other door), also
made of oak and irom, but surmounted by
curved wrought-iron spikes. Just how
near to verification Colonel Milman’s
prophecy has come, I cannot say; but one
of the means by which the ‘‘housebreak-
ers” (as the honest demolishers of old
buildings are called in this country) have
eought to avert bankruptcy as the result
of their jail-breaking, is the sale by auc-
tion of a great mumber of relics of the
old jail.

For some time past no ome has been
allowed to inspect the premises without
special permiesion; but on Monday and
Tuesday of this week anyone who paid a
shilling for a catalogue was admitted to
view the relics and so much as remains of
the prieon biuldings, and hundreds of
sight-seers availed themselves of the op-
portunity to take a last look at a spot
that teems with as many and almost as
painful memories as the etill more anci-
ent. Tower of London. I myself was one
of the curious visitors who thronged the
place and climbed into the dormitory of
the Debtors’ Prison through the doorway
‘hallowed since early in the 19th century
by the beneficient footsteps of Elizabeth
Fry; entered the corridor skirting the
cells of the condemned; peered into the
execution ehed where a “large ornamental
cast-iron gallows bracket” was suspended,
above & yawning abyss; and strolled leis-
urly through the Press Yard. This part
of the premises (which does not take ite
name, as one might suppose, from having
been reserved for representatives of the
press) was treated in former times as'
forming no part of the prison, but rather
ae¢ belonging to the governor’s house, a
fee (at ome time ‘- of 20 guineas) having
been exacted for the privilege of walking
in it, during one’s term of imprisonment,
A place less easy to eséape from than
Newgate jail could not readily be imagin-
ed, yet escapes were often made, as they
have been made from all prisons—though
it was not from the present building that
the illustrious Jask Sheppard made his
gensational exits early in the 18th cent-
vry. The door and grille through which
he passed the last time, before his final
recapture and execution, were amongst
the objects sold on Wednesday laet.

Other doors having a certain historic
interest were the three through which the
Fenian, Michael Barrett, passed to be
hanged, in 1868, for his connection with
the Clerkenwell explosion. These are sup-

the prison walls; the execution of Barrett
himeelf was the last to be held publicly.
Other ilems of special interest to the visi-
tor were the flagataff on which the black
flag was wopt to be hung, to indicate
that an execution had taken place within
the building; the old toll bell, 3} feet in
diameter and three feet high, 1n use since
1775; and, not least in grewsome sugges-
tiveness, nine plaster casts of the heads
of executed criminals, Among the oddest
bite of junk were two old block-tin “shoe”
baths, each with four handles, indicating
that it took four people to handle them.
They were shaped like a clumsy, square
toed shoe, and measured about three feet
long by 30 inches high at the ankle.
Viewed as curiosities, they did not prove
very attractive, for they fetched only
about’ $1.75.

The public sale on Wednesday (admis-
sion by catalogue omly) attracted several
hundred peop.e, only a fraction of whom
could get within hearing of the auction-
cer’s voice, us he moved from place to
place about the premises, wherever the
*lots” were grouped; and almost as large
a crowd was gathered outside the walls,
gazing idly in the direction of a scene
which they were umable to view. Some of
these outeiders improved the shining hour
by selling a flimsy pamphlet on pink
paper called The Hangman’s Record; the
Book of the Century, purporting to con-
tain ‘‘all the principal executione for more
than 300 years.” The incompleteness of
the record is shown by ite omission of the
execution of the redoubtable Captain
Kidd. ¥ew more incongruous sights could
ever have been witnessed by the prison
walls than the eelling off of the doors,
and windows, and gallows and fetters, the
flagstaff, the chapel pulpit, and all the
odds and ends that were disposed of to
the highest bidders. Many of the things
auctioned off with the impassiveness of
the native auctioneer—whether the object
under the hammer by a Shakspeare’s first
folio, a roll of linoleum or a painting by
Gainsborough—had no value apart from
their utility (wooden doors, slate shelves,
etc.), and on these the bidding was far
from spirited; but portable objects of a
little sentimental interest brought some-
what more than the market value of simi-
lar things in the shops; the copper basins,
 for “instance, from the prisoners’ cells,
which were knocked down for something
like $5 each. Junk dealers got the first-
class . objects; dealers in second-hand fur-
miture and curios, the second, and col-
Jectors and museum owners went in for
the objects of more or less historic inter-
gst. The bidding was liveliest on the fam-
ous toll bell, inscribed:—

“Ye people all who hear me ring,

Be faithful to your God and King.”

Newgate has been used since 1881 only
for the detention of persons undergoing
trial at the central crimimal court adjoin-
ing—the Old Bailey—and such prisoners
are housed at present in a temporary
strueture of “patent dove-tailed corrugated
sheeting,” erected at a cost of $25,000.
They are probably as safe there as within
the ponderous walls of the old jail. When
the latter has been razed to the gound,
its place will be taken by a fine new court
house. The old military prieon at Brixton,
which has been extensively altered, will
largely form a subetitute for Newgate. It
is interesting to observe how many jails
formerly situated in or close to the city
have disappeared within the memory of
people now living. The old - Debtors’
Prison of the Fleet is the headquarters of
the Congregational Union; the King's
Bench, at Southwark, is a huge block of
model dwellings; the Marehalsea, not far
off, is a thing of the past, and Horse-
monger lane jail, in Newington Causeway,
where Leight Hunt was lodged, was turn-
ed into a pleasure ground some years ago.
On the north side of the city, Coldbath
Felds is now thé headquarters of the par-
cels post, and Clerkenwell prison, where
the Fenian explosion took place, is a large
and flourishing school.

Across Newgate street, Christ’s Hospital
(the school of the bluecoat boys) is being
torn down concurrently with Newgate
prison, and St. Bartholomew’s Hospital,
adjoining Christ’s on the north, is prob-
ably doomed. In fact, nothing in London,
except, perhaps, Westminster, St. Paul's
and the Tower, is really safe from the
smarch of progress.”—Joseph B. Gilder,
London, Feb. 6.

Dun's Review of Trade.
New York, Feb. 27.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade will say tomorrow:—
Milder weather not only accelerated the
demand for many lines of merchandise, but
relieved the pressure for fuel which threat-
ened to become a serious matter and inci-
dentally facilitated efforts to reduce the

freight comgestion. With no other retard-
ing feature than the holiday, business fully
maintains its gratitying position. Manufac-
turing plants have mo complaints as to the
volume of business but the cost of produc-
tion is a disturbing element.. In many cases
it is possible to secure moderate advances
in quotations, the past week recording such
changes in some forms of steel, furniture,
cottons and footwear. Rallway earnings thus
far available for February surpass last
year’s by 16.7 per -cent.

Increased interest has been displayed by
purchasers of all products of iron and steel,
giving a decidedly firmer tone to the mar-
ket and in many instances quotations have
advanced. One of the definite changes was
a rise of $2 a ton in wire products, which
was not a surprise, and a new ore schedule
averaging over 25 cents a ton higher. This
makes every step of the process more ex-
pensive to the independent producer, ore,
pig iron, coke, wages and freights having
reached a higher position. :

Few additional advances have ocourred in
quotations of cotton goods, the developments
of the week being chiefly in the direction
of establishing - the market on the higher

While purchases are
being restricted to immediate requirements,
it is worthy of note that sellers are equally
diffident regarding the acceptance of large
contracts, which must be attributed to the
fact that stocks of raw material are not
heavy, while vost of operating the milis
has risen, particularly as to fuel. 7
Business in woolens has fallen off unex-
pectedly, some¢ early buyers reducing the
size of their initial orders, while in a few
exceptional cases there have been complete
cancellations. “The net result is an unset-

tled market, with no sign of depression,
?:lw:;‘er, as raw wool is fairly well main-
it

New England shoe shops have secured
moderate advances in several grades of foot-
wear, chiefly of fall styles in demand by
western buyers. Other divisions are very
firm, and the entire market exhibits an up-
ward temndency. There, is unusual activity
in sample lines of fall goods for western
jobbers, and ‘eastern wholesalers are also
preparing to place large orders. Owing to
the exceptional business booked early in the
Season there are few supplementary orders
for spring shoes. Shipments from Boston
continue to surpass last year’'s, and show
but a small decrease compared with 1900, the
only larger movement to date. A decided
improvement is noted in the local jobbing
trade, retailers placing liberal orders for
eastern goods. Quotations of leather are fully
maintained, although trade is quiet in sole.
Upper leather is stronger than at any recent
date, certain lines of calfskins advancing.

Failures this week in the United States
are 211, against 247 last year and 215 the
corresponding week last year, and in Canada
28 against 26 last week and 35 last year.

Canadian Trade.

At Halifax the outlook is encouraging and
weather favorable for retail trade, while
payments are fairly prompt. Provincial elec-
tions have a disturbing effect on trade at
St. John—wholesalers reporting a very quiet
week, although employed in shipping spring
goods. Country remittances come in rather
better than usual at this season and indica-
tions are favorable to an early revival of
spring business. Excessive snow has ham-
pered lumber operations in the Quebec dis-
triet, but distributive trade is good; travel-
ers send in liberal orders and collections are
satisfactory. Business continues favorable at
Montreal; spring millinery openings take
place next week, and a large attendance of
outside buyers is looked for; collections are
well maintained. Wholesale trade is better
at Toronto; dry goods travelers send in
larger orders and there is improvement in
roceries. Manufacturing is aofive at Ham-
iton and prospects good, although bad roads
affect retail trade. Collections are well up
to the average. Trade oonditions are favor-
able at Winnipeg. Vancouver reports no
change in' conditions except in the island
station, where settlement of the coal miners’
strike improves prospects.

Bank Official Short in His Accounts.

Milford, Mass., Feb. 28—Waler 8. V.
Cooke, treasurer of the Milford Co-opera-
tive Bank, is, according to President R.
C. Eldridge, of the bank, short in his
acounts about $14,000. The exact figures
will not be made public until Geo. W.
Manson, the expert accountant at work
on the books, submits his report to the
directors, 10 days hence. The bank direc-
tors met tonight and elected Horace A.
Brown, teller of the Home National
Bank, secretary pro tem of the co-opera-
tive bank.

PARADE BOSTON
WITH THEIR ARMS

Honorable Artillery Company of Lon-
don Will Be Granted Their Peti-

tion.

Boston, Feb. 28.—The committee
military affairs yesterday morning gave @
hearing on the petition that the Honor-
able Artillery Company of Lopdon may
parade with firearms in thi§ common-
wealth during the present year.

Maj. Sidney M. Hedges of the Ancient
and Honorable Artillery Company remind-
ed the committee that the Boston organ-
ization was allowed to parade the streets
of London with firearms during its visit
in 1896, the first time an armed foreign
body had done such a thing for 800 years.

The London company, he said, would
probohly parade in Boston drom their boat
to their hotel, from thence to the ban-
quet hall, and make other short parades
during their week’s stay.

*The necessary permijssion to parade
with firearms in America lias already been
granted by the United States government.

Major A. A. Folsom read from his
scrapbook an article cut from the London
Standard of July 9, 1896, on the Ancients’
parade that day in London, in which it
was remarked that this was contrary even
to the comity of nations, and that Lon-
don was even jealous of having her ma-
jesty’s troops parade in her streets. The
article applauded the parade, however.
Maj. Folsom said that troops were not
permitted to march in London by platoon,
but were compelled to march in column
of fours.

Adjt.-Gen. Dalton favored the petition,
saying the permission asked the secre-
tary of state ‘in behalf of the London

Secretary Declares He Was Engaged
as Spy on Her Late Husband.

London, Feb. 26—John Henry Wallace, the
former private secretary of Lady Francis
Cook, who Tennessee Claflin, is suing the
widow of the famous banker for $30,000

damages. .

‘Sensational disclosures are expected. Wal-
lace declares that in June, 1897, Lady Cook,
suspecting Sir Francis of an intrigue, agreed
that if Wallace, in addition to his secre-
tarial duties, would undertake certain special
work for her she would make him inde-
pendent for life. Wallace asserts that he
performed this special work in 1897, and
again in 1891, which involved investigations
of a detective mature to discover whether Sir
Francis was involved in intrigue.

Wallace asserts that he reported his in-
formation to Lady Cook, but has never been
paid.

Wallace also alleges that Lady Cook ac-
cused him of an effort to blackmail her by
circulating @ Tumor that Sir Franecis had
not died a natural death. Wallace also
alleges that Lady Cook caused the publica-
tion of a paragraph sating that since the
death of her husband she has learned of a
plot concocted before his death to blacken
his character and blackmail her. Wallace
alleges that it was hinted he was the black-
mailer.

Wherefore he sues for $2,500 damages for
slander and $50,000 for unpaid services of
the character mentioned.
