bottom, which separates it from the main­
land, is washed by the tide.

KENTUCKY HORSE SERIOUSLY DISABLED !

The race for the Saratoga Cup has just 
been won by Harry Bassett, who has heat 
en Longfellow, though the loss of the 
ia no injury to the reputation of the horse 
It will be remembered Longfellow defeated 
Bassett only two or three weeks ago. The 
N. Y. Herald says

It will be learned with extreme regret 
by the large clase interested in sporting 
matters that John Harper s great horse. 
Longfellow, wae disabled from racing, it 
is feared for life, by an accident at the 
Saratoga coarse yesterday. That this 
took place in a race which saw two and a
quarter miles accomplished in three min 
utes and fifty nine seconds—the fastest, 
time on record—will make the accident the 
more regretable, when, too, it is learned 
that Longfellow only lost the race by a 
length. Une of his plates became twisted 
in the running and cut the other foot and 
leg badly, but the heart of the horse never 
weakened. He ran gamely as ever to the 
end, and was led off limping and bleeding 
to the stable. There seems something in 
this of pluck, almost heroism, which 
arrogates entirely to himself ; but 
miles and a quarter on little better than 
three legs and in a c i time as wi 1 challenge 
admiration the world over. It will be re 
roembered that he recently beat his sue- 
cesslul rival ol yesterday, Harry Bassett, 
at Long Branch, in a two and a hall mile 
race, by about one hundred and fifty yards, 
in lour minutes, thirty tour seconds.

3.30, the fastest two miles ever run. A 
bullet fired at pne jockey would have hit 
the other, so near together were the horses. 
Coming up the homestretch the contest 
wis iloie until near the furlong pole, where 
Longfellow began to succumb, and his 
jockey commenced using the whip. Tbe 
horse struggled on, but could not keep up 
with Harry Bassett, and tbe latter passed 
under tbe wire a winner by a length 
making the two miles and a quarter in the 
fastest time ever recorded, 3.59.
