A Stormy Scene—Anglin Greeted with
Groans—He Empties Himself and
Nearly Empties the House -The

in Advance.
OT1TAWA, May 7.

The
Government flooded the country with
corruption.

The members of the Government
were too poor to supply it. Was the

election? The money must have come
from Americans. Mr. Wood interspersed
his speech with jokes, keeping the house
in good humor. He said only a few
words on the question Yefore the House,
his object evidently being to make the
House lose sight of it and of Sir John’s
great speech.

Mr. Anglin rose to speak and was re-
ceived with prolonged groans and hisses.
He talked at the top of his voice, but
could only be heard saying they were
afraid to hear him. He was proud that
men who did not fear God feared him.
Several rose at once, appealing that
Anglin should have a hearing. Quiet be-
ing restored, Anglin resumed, and the
majority of the members immediately left
the House, leaving him only the Opposi-
tion for audience. He made a bitter
speech, charging the Government with
cowardice, incapability, and scheming:

Mr. Cunningham rebuked the members
for leaving the House when Anglin
spoke, and censured speakers for the
bitterness with which they conducted the
discussion. This was good reason, he
said, why the committee should sit else-
where than in Ottawa. He thought, as
the Government had been impeached,

procure their witnesses.

Mr. Blake followed, expressing satis-
faction that the motion compelling the
proceedings to be secret was withdrawn.
If the reasons given by Sir John to-day

have consented to delay, but the House
had already voted that the Commiftee
should proceed during the session. Sir
John had not then asked for delay, and
had no reason to do so now. The Com-
mittee could examine other witnesses,
and when the Government witnesses
were wanted they would return from Eng-
land. S

' At the conclusion of Blake’s speech the
members were called in and Dorion’s
amendment was put and lost—yeas 76,
nays 107—and Cameron’s motion was
carried by the same division.

Palmer, Burpee (St. John), Domville,
Costigan, McAdam, Wallace, Smith and
Pickard voted with the Government, and
Anglin, Ferris, and Burpee (Sunbury,)
against. Cutler did not vote.

None spoke on the Government side
lexcept Cunningham, their supporters de-
¢iding to let the case rest with Sir John's
gpeech.. Severe comments are passed
this morning on Blake and Dorion taking
active part‘ln the discussion, and arguing
that the Government are guilty, when
they are to be the Judges.

MADAME LA

TOUR.

AN ACADIAN SKETCH:

. {From Appleton’s Journal.]

History is full of notable instances and
examples of the bravery, heroism,and ex-
traordinary fortitude displayed by emi-
nent women in times when indomitable
perseverance and pluck were requisite to
stir up the waning martial spirit in the
breasts of dispirited warriors. Boadicea
marshalled on the bloody plaimhei hosts
of trampled Iceni, and in her chariot es-:
sayed to drive back the sturdy dnd over-;
w helming legions of mighty Rome, and
break their closed ranks; but the éffort
failed at the, decisive moment: Chival-
rous France lay bleeding on the sward,
and the dauphin’s scattered troops shrank
from engaging the adyancing enemy,
when, like a bright star rising in the blue
vault of heaven,a simple-minded peasant-
girl clothed her frail form in the glitter-
ing panoply of war, sprang into the yleld:
ing saddle, bore proudly aloft the
shattered flag-of her country, restored
the drooping enthusiasm in the hearts of
the soldiery, and beat back the enemy
from the gates of sunny France. This
was Joan of Arc; and, as we proceed
through the long line of .illustrious wo-
men, famous for their deeds of prowess,
and for their endurance while exposed to
every hardship, the names of Madame
Roland, the Maid of Saragdssa, Marie
Antoinette, Scotland’s Mary, and Brit-
ain’s Florence Nightingale, emblazon the
golden page of history. Eugenie of
France, too, displayed marvellous resour-
ces of mind and wondrous courage in her
trying moments. These great nameslive
in history, and repose in all hearts; but
there yet remains a name, almost unmen-
tioned, forgotten, who once played upon
this earth no inconspicuous part. Over
two centuries have rolled away since ill-
fated, noble Madame La Tour did honor
to herself and her country in repelling the
sacrilegious hand of the ruthless invader
of her territory: .

In a brief memoir of this lady, it is
scarcely necessary or. desirable to give a
complete history of the struggle between
he English and French in. America, tho’
she certainly was a prominent participant
in the events as they unfolded themselves.
The story of the war between these two

nations is told in well-measured poetic
prose by the master historian, Francis
Parkman. Those who feel an interest in
the earlier history of the French and the
English oeccupation in America, cannot
find a more interesting or more correct
account than is to be found in the admi-
rable volumes of this able and eloguent
writer—the American Macaulay,who pos-
sesses to an eminent degree all the sali-
ent and brilliant points ef the great es-
sayist, the vigor and power of Hallam,
and the concise terseness of Anthony
Froude, combined.

Madame La Tour was of Huguenot ex-
traction, and wife of the celebrated Charles
La Tour, a diplomat of great ability.
He it was who sailed to Boston in 1642
in thé Clement, intervicwed Governor
Winthrop, and secured the cordial assist-
ance of the honest New Englanders. He
returned home to the defense of the fort
which bears his name in command of a
squadron of four vessels, thirty-eight
guns, and fifty men. He further enlisted,
before leaving, one hundred soldiers;
reached his destination in a few days, put
the besiegers of his domain to ignomini-
ous flight, captured the éntire fleet of the
foe, and secured a rich booty of furs,
provisions, and armaments of war. His
opponent, D’Aulnay, escaped to France,
and succeeded in collecting additional
forces for the destruction of his enemy.

and a misunderstanding on the other, La
Tour, being estranged from his country,
became the ally of the English. He im-
mediately dispatched his wife to Europe
to obtain needed supplies for his fort.
She arrived there, made the requisite
contracts, and then, chartering a vessel
in London, set sail for St. John, New
Brunswick. The master of the ship, one
Bailey, or Baley, made a trading voyage
up the St. Lawrence, instead of fulfiiling
his contract, and going to St. John direct.
He was, therefore, delayed several months.
Madame La Tour was a passenger- on
board this craft, and was very nearly cap-
tured by ome of D’Aulnay’s cruisers,
which overhauled the ship; but she was
safely concealed in the hold and so escaped.
On arriving in Boston, this indomitable
woman entered an action against Baley
for detention, and obtained a verdict of
two thousand pounds sterling. With
this money she effected the charter of
three ships, loaded them with supplies,
and sailed for Fort La Tour, which she
reached in the declining autumn days of

1644.

In 1645 Charles La Tour left his fort
garrisoned by only fifty-four men, under
the guardianship of his wife. Seizing
his opportunity, D’Aulnay attacked the
fort with a vessel of great magnitude.
Before doing so, however, he captured a
trader laden with supplies for the port;
his prisoners he ill-treated most barbar-
ously, and set them down on a desolate
island, scantily provisioned and scarcely
clothed. Then he turned toward‘{%he al-
most defenceless fort under chaige ofa
woman and a bare handful of men. He
anticipated an easy victory, and began
speculating rashly upon the result of the
approaching engagement. He neared his
prey, and the surrounding hills awoke
with the echo as his heavy guns thundcr-
ed against the walls of the structure.
Thrice the fort shook as if convulsed;
but the little garrison triumphantly an-
swered with equal-force the invader’s
cry. Impatient for the end to come,
D’Aulnay ventured too near, and his crafe
received such a murderous cannonade
that, to save his ship from sh king, he

Through some chicanery on the one side, |-

called Negro-town Point. In this siege
he lost twenty men killed and thirteen
wounded. His chagrin at being beaten
by & woman was greater to him than the
defeat under any ¢t ¥ circumstances; he
instantly resolved upon revenge, and
took an.oath to accomplish the downfall
of herself and husband. Upon the return
of La Tour the fort was Strengthen-
ed, and was rendered almost impregna-
b :

le.

In April, 1647, two years after the first
siege, LaTour again being  absent on
business, D’Aulnay, with #n immense
force,surprised the little garrison and at-
tacked the fort vigorously fram the land-
side. Madame LaTour areseequal to the
gccasion. Everywhetc'le was: e!i' votiﬁe

eard counselling an W ng the
soldiers within the fort. Where danger
lurked most imminent shé was to be
found, displaying a degree jof personal
bravery rarély achieved in history.
She loaded muskets for the soldiers and
cared for the wounded arnd the dying.
Three days the host -of D’Aulnay had
kept up a furious fire on the fort, and
many of his men had laid down their
lives on each day ere the sun vanished in
the clouds. On Easter Sunday,
the fourth day of the siege, a Swiss
sentry was bribed by D’Aulngy, and the
besieged were betrayed into $he hands of
the bésiegers. When the aldrifi was given.
the enemy were scaling the'walls. Again
was the voice of the intrépid woman
heard above the din' encouraging her
mon to beat back thc foe. ¢ She rallied,
entreated, and them led them herself
against D’Aulnay and his myrmidons.He,
fearng a second repulse, offered at once
terms of an honorable capitulation, whieh
after some consideration, and wishing to
save the lives of those brave ones who
upheld her standard so nobly and so de-
votedly, she accepted and the garrison
surrendered. D’Aulnay assumed pos-
session of the fort and looked.about him
for the soldiers who had so long and so
bravely defied him. He saw but a mere
handful of men, however.. '‘“Where are
the rest?” he asked.

¢ These are all, sir;” said the com-
mander:

¢«“What!” cried the furious I)’Aulnay.
Rage and mortification got completely
the better of him. His anger knew no
bounds, and he instantly ordered the
brave fellows to prepare for immediate
execution. One man purchased his own
life for a tefrible price. He had to hang
the rest of them. It was a hideous sight
—those men swinging from the heights,
with the mournful wind sadly singing a
low requiem. This ignominious deed was
even covered with greater ignominy
when he forced Madame La Tour to wit-
ness the execution of her companions,
those who had shared so long her varying
fortunes. She stood pale and bloodless
beneatht the grinning, ghastly instrument
of death; her slender neck
cord around it. - Her " dering eyes
sickened at the awful ! sight, and
her ears trembled as the d shrieks
fell upon the listless &it. ~In the
midst of diré misfortunes, suffering under
the harrowing “horrors of “war, her un-
equalled courage had ever been upper-
most. She had been equal to ¢he calami-
ties which war produces; . but this
iphuman act, this torturing exhibition,
completely broke her down. Her heart
wept for the suspended dead, and she
prayed, entreated the heartless D’Aulnay
to despatch her. Before the executions
were over she had fainted and fallen, but
no loving eyes looked into her face, no
stalwart arms bore her up from the earth.
There she lay till the bloody deeds were
done, the jest of the rude soldiery and
their ruder leader. '

In a few days after this terrible spec-
tacle, unequalled since the days of the
monster Jeffreys, Madame LaTour droop-
vd and died like a tender flower cut oft
by the changing seasons. She left be-
hind to mourn a loving husband and one
child, which was afterwards sent to
France. Her death marks an epoch in
the history of Acadie. Rarely have there
been displayed so much heroism in war,
affection and fidelity in peace. She was
one woman in a thousand. ~Tender and
true, with a kind heart, a noble, mpul-
sive generosity;she was a% the same time
possessed of indomitable courage, rare
perseverence, and unexampled tact.
