Notes from P, E. Island.
CHAELOTTETOWN, Aug. 25, 1878.
In common with all visitors to this
little ““Emerald Isle,” Iam delighted with
the cool climate, the rich carpeting of
green on which the eye perpetually rests,
and of which it never wearies. Even the
soft and lovely toliage tints around St.
John are here surpassed,and all strangers,
and especially those from the United
States, are enraptured with the luxuri-
ance of this last addition to the Dominion
of Canada. Onels safe in declaring that
between thie Atlantic and Pacific there is
not, at this seeson of the year, a more
enjoyable climate or a more delightfal
summer retreat than this Island. - When
our American friends fly before the blist-
ering heat of their.own cities, the early
fruits and vegetables have all been con-
sumed and their beef and fish have lost
all relish. But when they come here they

| find green peas, beans and all our fine

vegetables in great abundance and much
cheaper than in their own country. Our
strawberries, raspberries, blueberries and
cherries are none the less appreciated by
our American cousins because they are
two months later than their own, and our
fish and meat of all kinds are pronounced
superior to anything of the kind in their
own country. The great drawback that
strangers complain of on the Island is
the want of hotel accommodation. This
is especially felt in Charlottetown. At
Summerside the enterprise of Mr. Hol-
man promises to supply the want so
much felt by strangers. On a beautiful
fittle island opposite the town he has
erected a large hotel which,- when fully
equipped, will be a most delightful sum-
mer retreat, and will no doubt be crowd-
ed by hedfth and pleasure seckers from
the neighboring Republic. The finest
oysters in the world may be had in great
abundance at an hour’s notice fresh from
the bed. Lobsters, salmon, trout, mack-
erel, codfish, etc., are both cheap and
abundant, and a view of the surrounding
country is sufficient to remove all doubt
as to the supply of fresh vegetables of
every description. The purest sea air can
beé kad ad libitum, without any admixture

of fog or mist. Let us hope that Mr.
Holman’s enterprise may be crowned with

island may be stimulated to go and do
likewise.

What is wanted here and elsewhere
through this Province is good summer
hotels. Not ruch buildings as the Vic-
toria in St. John, but houses cheaply con-
structed for use during the summer
months, and be closed during winter In
Charlottetown at present there is no such
thing as getting hotel accommodation,
and Captain Evans and other: have told
me thatrepeatedly the passengers brought
by the boat have sought shelter in vain
and been obliged to return hungry and
tired to the steamer and take state-
rooms, and their passage back to the
mainland. A great many Americans are
scattered among the farm houses near the
city, and this helps to remove the disap-
pointment they feel at the want of hotel
accommodation. Indeed many of the
more sensible ones enjoy it better than
hotel life, Besides living. cheaper they
are more ‘at liberty. They can wear
clothes in which their fashionable city
friends would never recognize them, they
tan rake hay, and flirt with the fresh
country girls and help them to milk the
cows anG churn butter, and scald cream,
or run races with the children in the new
mown flelds, or pick berries and do a
hundred other things they would not
dream of doing in a town. Indeed I have
it on good authority that several pupular
divines from the Uniied States and Cana-
da have been unbending in this fashion in
the neighborhood of Charlettetown for
the last few weeks and if spared till next
year they are determined to repeat their
visit to P. E. Island and renew their ac-
quaintance with their rural friends in this
locality.
