PATENT LAWS.: i

MANY NEW FACTORIES ARE NOW
TO BE ESTABLISHED: n
LONDON, Aug. 28—The year of grace
granted to foreigners under the new
patent act expires today, henceforth
foreign patents in this country may be

revoked by Great Britain after a reason-
ablé interval, umless the . patentetd
article is manufactured or the patented
process is operated in fthe =~ Unfted
Kingdom to an ‘adequate extent. d

A great number of. foreign firms_have
already taken sites and started works
in Great Britain, and many others are
making arrangements to do so.. These
are mainly German and American
firms.  Sir Alfred Jones, head of a
prominent -firmi of lawyers and land
owners estimateg that $125,000,000 will
thus be invested here for the manufac-
ture of articlés formerly manufactured
abroad  and a prominent expert in pat-
entJaw thinks no fewer than 8000 pat-
ents granted to foreigners will come
under the new law.

STOCKHOLM, Aug. 28.—The interna-
tional congress for the protection of in-
dustrial property which has begun its
sessionis here today to look up the dis-
cussion of the British patemt act in its
effect on foreign countries. Twenty-one
foreign countries were represented. Ed-
ward B. Moore, United States patent
commissioner said tomight that the re-
sult of the discussion on England’s new
patent law probably will be that the
majority of nations belonging to the in-
ternational patent union wiil enter pro-
test against it and recommend to the
official congress to be held next year in
Washington that some sort of retal-
liatory combination against Great Brit-
ain be formed whergby Great Britain
will either become a party to their pro-
position.or be excluded.  from .all the
benefits to be derhed from such a com-
bination.”
