Eptror,—A work bas lately appeared,
entitled “ A Catechism of Christian Baptism,”
written by the Rev. Dr. Cramp, advoesting the
practice of dipping, in the administration of this
sacrament. [Its title page bears, among other
references, a quotation from the pen of the Rev.
John Wesley, as follows :—* ¢ Buried with him,’
—alluding to the ancient manner of baptising
by immersion.” Now the Rev. John Wesley's
views with respect to baptism are almost too well
kuown to need reiteration., When by long ex-
perieace, extensive research, and deep thought,
his massive mind was fully matured, he declared
his strong adhesion to, and preference for sprink-
ling or pouring. His advgeacy of these in his
voluminous works is clear, pointed, and master-
ly. The quotation above is by no meams antag-
onistic of these views. Mr. Wesley dates the
word “ancient,” found in it, from the time of
Paul, that is, ancient in comparison with Paul’s
time, and thus makes it refer to the ancient Jew-
ish method of baptism by immersion. This will
at once appear by collating his note on Col. ii.

i2.  “The ancient manner of baptizing by im-
mersion is as manifestly alluded to here, as the
other manner of baptizing by sprinkling or pour-
ing of water is, Heb. x. 22. But no stress is laid
on the age of the baptized, or the manner of per-
forming it.”
