Ramwwar Accivgsry.—The Board of Trude duve
justigaued n retarn of the number of railway acei-
deuts and of persona killed or tnjured thereby during
the half-year ended the 31st Docember, 1859, The
returns, which comprise &1} accldents iu the United
Kingdom, state that, the tatal number of sccidenta
way 36, the total number of killed, 9 and of injured
236. 6ul of these 36 accidents threa wore from col-
lisions between pissengr trains; 13 from eollisions
between prs3enger traing und othur trains or engines
two from passenger traing runoisg uff their proper
lino through pointa being wrong; seven from pas-
senger Lruins getting ot the rails ;one from the burst-
ing of tho boiler of an engino of a passenger train;
two from.the breaking of the axles or wheels or ma-
chisery of engines breaking or getting out of order;
two from traina running into stations attoo grent
speed; three from collizions botweea goodw trainy;
und two from from the bursting of tbe boilers of en-
gines of gooda-traina, Out of the nioe porsons kill-
ed by tbeso accidents, five wore serraats of the com-
pany. The total number, howerer, who hava met
tueir deaths on rsilroads during the last half-year,
inclnding the above 9, is 117, which numberare thus
digtributed :—~16 passengers by theic own want of
caution, 52 gervants of companies or of contractors
from their own misconduct or want of caution, 13
killed while crogsing at level crossings, and 24 tres-
pasgers, of whom three were cases of aulcido, It
must bo borne in mind that these accidenta arc
spread over an area of 10,001 milea of ruilway—viz.,
7,309 miles in England and Wales, 1,266 miles in
Scotland, and 1,427 miles in Iroland, Ths number
of persons killed for the corresponding period of 1858
over 9,534 miles of rail was 133, sbowiag a decreuse
in the half-year just passed of 16 over an insronsed
space of 457 milea.
