“Women And The Law” has been 
offered at Osgoode. It is being 
considered this week for admission 
into the curriculum for credit.

However, little hard information 
about women as practitioners of the 
law is available.

A survey was conducted last year 
by a graduating Osgoode student, 
Felicia Folk, regarding the hiring of 
people to article. There were 104 
responses. Specifically, when asked 
to evaluate the importance of sex in 
hiring, 35 of 74 law firms with seven 
or fewer lawyers said that sex was a 
factor; 23 of those 35 indicated it was 
of medium to high interest. Some 
women, Folk reports, who did not 
begin the process with the ex­
pectation of finding bias expressed 
their own reactions in terms of shock 
and surprise.
