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of the servant of God were heroic. Prayers 
are being fervently offered that under 
his Successor, Pope Benedict XV, she may 
be declared Blessed. May her daughters 
and their pupils have the joy of seeing her, 
in the near future, raised to the altars of 
the Church as St. Margaret of Canada!

In spite of many trials and the loss by 
fire of three successive Mother Houses, the 
Congregation de Notre Dame has grown 
and prospered throughout Canada and the 
United States. Its rules have been defin­
itely approved by the Holy S<~e. It in­
cludes 131 establishments in 21 dioceses, 
1889 professed religious and upwards of 
41,000 pupils. The school system of the Con­
gregation de Notre Dame begins with the 
Kindergarten. The subsequent courses are 
graded as elementary, model, academic and 
collegiate. Domestic Science enters into the 
programme of all Convents of the Insti­
tute. The Normal Schools of Montreal, Saint
