Ellis declar­
ed that he had been driven to mania 
by his alleged knowledge that h s 
wife was lost to him and had given 
her love to Fred G. Caudwell, of 
Brantford,Ontario, a young dry goods 
merchant the Ellises met during a 
vacation at Georgian Bay. Ellis kill­
ed his wife in their hotel room here, 
October 16, 113.

When found with the corpse Ellis 
appeared dazed,
