name when first I met him. It was
on the boat two or three days before
we reached Skagway. I learngd his
name when we were in Skagway. I
was traveling on the boat second-
class and he was firstelass, He
heard us talking French in the sec-
ondclass and he came down stairs to
us. 1 had never known the man be-
fore.
4 We remained in Skagway a couple
of days and then came on to Dawson.
There were six of us Frenchmen. We
walked to Bennet and then came
down the lake on the ice and walked
on until the ice was gone when we
bought a small boat and came here.
The names of the Frenchmen were
Gobey, who was a witness here, F.
Beraud, Victor ¥Fournier, Noe Ler-
oux, and another man whose name I
have forgotten.

“When I arrived here I went to
work for Mr. Lamar on Ora Grand
ereek and - Eldorado, —digging -holes
and prospecting his claim. Then 1
worked for wages for about - three
weeks and after that came to Daw-
son.

“J next worked on 28 Eldorado. - I
got a wood contract; and I had as
partner Louis Bouliew, who had
worked with me in Vancouver. Af-
| fer this I herded cattle across the
Yukon for about a month, -and then
went back to Mr. Lamar and worked
on_Ora Grand creek for two months
and a half until December. Then I
went to work for wages on No..3 and
4 Gay gulch, and worked until Febru-
ary, 1901,

“AMer this I took a lay on No. 2,
| Gay gulch, with-a-man who worked
with me named St. Francois. He
was my partver. He was hurt and
I brought him 16 Dawson te the
hospital. 1 di@ not strike pay on
Gay gulch 'so went to work for
Stanley & Worden.. After this I
worked on No. 31 on Dominion, and
worked there until May.'

v''A short time after that I came
to town where I learned to play
blackjack and soom - went broke at
the Madden house. I went to Tom
Lamar the esame man far whom I
bad worked on the claim and told
him. 1 was broke and asked him %o
give me work at something where I
could earn my grub. He gave me
employment at one of the tables and
I worked there three weeks. 1. lad
never done such work before and put
it all together'l nevér worked at i
over five weeks and never for any
man excepting Mr. Lamar.
