His Aristocratic Receptions at Saint 
Petersburg

[press despatch.]

The other day, Lord Dafl’erin, the 
English Ambassador, called on his 
French confrere, General}- Clinnzy, 
and coldly put him to this question : 
“ How on earth do you manage to kill 
time here !” From this simple anecdote 
you may gather some idea of the present 
state of the Russian capital. The Eng­
lish Ambassador is boring himself to 
death here, and that is saying a good 
deal ; for never in my life did I meet a 
man who knew how to while away a 
dreary day better than Lord Dufferiu. 
To begin with the ex-Governor of Can­
ada is an unwearying worker. He has 
under him two or three young gentle­
men who do nothing but run after each 
other—in other words, who do nothing, 
His excellency employs no one but his 
private Secretary, who sleeps in his 
neighborhood, and whom lie 
pitilessly calls at all hours 
of the night whenever lie has 
an idea which he needs jotting 
down on paper. From the moment 
they arrived, Lord and Lady Dufferin 
assumed a prominent place in society 
here. While the other Ambassadors 
in St Petersburg have contented them­
selves with very mixed society, l ord 
and Lady Dufferin have entertained 
none but the most aristocratic and 
select. So exclusive arc his receptions 
that even some members of the diplo­
matic corps arc not admitted to the 
most private ones. The Dufferin re­
ceptions have been much talked about 
naturally, especially in connection with 
the charades that are acted at them. 
The host himself is the centre figure of 
these entertainments. He throws him­
self into the thing with the greatest 
ardor. One day, for instance, he 
welcomed his guests in the costume of 
a cupid—pink tights, wings and quiver 
all complete. On another occasion he 
donned a Scotch costume, and appeared 
bare-legged. In some charade or other 
it was one night necessary to work'in 
the word “ river.” Lord Dufferin 
calmly piled up two heaps of chairs, 
climbed to the top of one ot them, took 
off his dress coat, waistcoat and white 
necktie, threw himself flat on the floor 
and began moving his arms and legs 
about frantically, like a swimmer in 
distress. He then got up, and beckon­
ing to the band to strike up, opened the 
ball in a waltz with Lady Dufferin. 
The originality of these entertainments 
and the systematic exclusion of all out­
side the pale ot the most aristocratic 
society in the Empire make a great 
sensation. But singular accidents hap­
pen in even the most aristocratic circles 
of Russian society. One day Lady 
Manclair, the wife of one ot Lord 
Dufferin’s secretaries, dropped a jewel 
worth about $5,000 at an amhassy re­
ception. It was never found. Yon 
may imagine what satisfaction the lion- 
elect had in circulating this story. A 
very similar affair took place during the 
transfer of the body of the Empress to 
the fortress. A court dignitary who 
was present in the little cathedral, sud­
denly missed his gold watch and chain. 
None but the highest court dignitaries 
were allowed in the church, and yet, 
curiously enough, the missing trinkets 
never reappeared, any more than Lady 
Manclair’s jewel. I should not have 
heard any more about them bad I not 
been casually informed one day by a 
weary soldier who asked me to pay the 
cost of the ferry across the river for him, 
that lie was the hearer of a warrant for 
the arrest of an officer in the guards for 
this very theft. All this does not pre­
vent Lord Dufferin being bore i.

Rumblings of War in the 
East.

London, July 28,

The Montenegrins attacked the Al­
banians near Carniz, Killed thirty-two 
persons, and carried off a quantity of 
cattle to Cettingc. Prince Nikita 
ordered the restitution of the cattle, and 
also ordered a levy of men between the 
ages of sixte ?n and sixty.

A Bucharest despatch says the most 
active influential political leaders of 
this principality arc pro-Russian 
and should trouble arise between 
Austria and Russia this country may 
he regarded as a sure ally of Russia.

The Paris Temps say that though 
the Powers arc to a certain extent 
agreed, there is at the bottom rivalry 
between England hacked by Russia, 
and Austria hacked, if necessary, by 
Germany. It is the duty of France to 
participate in the European concert as 
long as it lasts, but to revert to ab­
solute neutrality when the concert gives 
place to a conflict of interests which 
arc not those of France.

A Constantinople despatch says all 
the Sultan fears is the danger of a 
foreign fleet appearing before liis capi­
tal. On this point though he lias been 
re-assured by his naval authorities, who 
declare that at the present moment no 
fleet could force the Dardanelles with­
out losing a large proportion of its 
ships, and in a few days the defences 
may he increased a hundred fold by 
means of torpedos. A Pasha, who lias 
been on a tour of inspection, recom­
mends the construction of ten new forts 
on the straits.

The Government of Scrvia lias or­
dered all its transport Vehicles to he 
ready lor immediate use. It is stated 
in Belgrade that Bulgaria and Servia 
arc negotiating with a yiew to possible 
events taking place in the Balkan pe­
ninsula.

A Constantinople despatch says the 
Turks believe they have nothing to fear 
from the military preparations of the 
Greeks, as the Greeks’ own statistics 
state they can only bring 35,000 men to 
the front.

It is stated on good authority that 
the Turks are quite indifferent to the 
proposed naval demonstration by the 
powers.

A Constantinople despatch says the 
Porte is trying to place the responsi­
bility of rejecting the decision ot the 
Berlin Conference on the Grand Coun­
cil, hut the Ambassadors have signified 
their belief that the Sultan is alone re­
sponsible. In the meantime troops and 
stores are being hurried to Albania. If 
Greece should move to occupy the ter­
ritory, it is intended to convert the 
Turkish soldiers into Albanian troops. 
Many hundreds of Albanian dresses 
have been made at Constantinople for 
them. The tone of the Thrkisli is very 
violent towards the various European 
powers

London, July 20.

Regarding the reported disaster at 
j Candahav, the Marquis of Ilartington, 
in the Commons to-day, said; General 
Phayrc’s relieving force will concentrate 
at Chaman. As the only news respec­
ting General Burrow’s expedition has 
been telegraphic, 1 am unable to give 
the details of his force, hut I believe it 
consisted of one brigade, the compo­
sition of which îuicl the number of men 
is not known.

General Burrow’s brigade, detailed 
from the Candaliar garrison to co-ope­
rate with Shore Alt, the British general 
appointed Woli. of Candaliar, against 
Ayoob Khan, the new aspirant to the 
Amccrship.

hut was pursued by General Burrows, 
who recovered the guns and wagons 
tlicv had carried off. Weakened by the 
loss of his infantry. General Burrows 
affected a retrograde movement toward 
Girislik Nakud,thirteen miles and near 
Candaliar. Ayoob Khan’s forces had 
reached Helniund River, above Nakud, 
and spies reported he had crossed the 
river at Hyderabad, and that about 4,000 
Gazhics had joined him, while parties 
of his cavalry were foraging near the 
British camp.

It would seem as it the Indian Gov­
ernment felt some misgiving in regard 
to General Burrow’s position, for a re­
serve division in Scinde, was placed 
under orders for active service over a 
fortnight ago. This division comprises 
a battery of artillery, one battalion of 
British "and two regiments of native 
infantry.

The following despatch announces 
the defeat of the British :

Simla, July 29.
“ General Burrow has been severely 

defeated by Ayoob Khan, sustaining 
great loss. ' His forces were dispersed 
and compelled to fly. They are now 
straggling back to Candaliar.

It is believed at the War office that 
Gen. Burrows’ forces consisted of E 
Battery of B Brigade of Royal Horse 
Artillery, the 3rd Rcgt. of Scinde Horse 
the Poona Horse, a detachment of the 
Sixty-Sixth foot—14 officers and 470 
men,the First Bombay Native Intantry, 
and 19th Bombay Native Infantry, 
making a total of about 2,700 men.
FURTHER NEWS—REINFORCEMENTS SENT.

The Marquis of Ilartington stated in 
the House of Commons, later, that the 
Government had received further 
advices. General Burrows’ brigade 
numbered between 2,000 and 3,000 
men. The army under Ayoob Khan 
was stronger than was expected—con-

would perhaps <>e necessary to send 
tropps from England. Lord Ilartington 
confirmed the report that a part of 
Burrows’ forces consisted of a battery 
of British artillery and a battalion ot 
the Sixty Ninth British Infantry. 
He said he did not 
know what force General Primrose 
had at Kandahar independent of Gen. 
Burrow’s brigade ; he thought it pro­
bable not over 2,000 strong, but when 
Burrows’ brigade was detached some 
of Gen. Pliayrc’s troops were ordered 
to reinforce Canahar. If this reinforce­
ment was effected, Primrose’s force 
would probably exceed 2,000.

Lord Ilartington further stated that 
he had received
a despatch from the viceroy of I

INDIA,

stating that Burrows had been seriously 
defeated. Primrose has vacated hisj 
cantonments at Candahar and retired j 
to the Citadal. Reinforcements are \ 
already on the way, and will be pushed : 
forward as rapidly as possible. Addi­
tional forces will he sent from India. 
It may be necessary to anticipate the i 
usual seasons relief from England. ) 

Another despatch had also arrived 
from- the Governor of Bombay who 
says: “We can furnish for an'enter-j 

[icyHjiree batteries, one regiment ot 
British cavalry, and two regiments of j 
British and six regiments of native in­
fantry, Jzesides a battery of artillery and 
two battalions in Scinde.”

jGciieral Phuyre telegraphs that frag­
ments of Burrows’ force are " arriving 
at Candaliar ; no details. Pliayrc had 
been conversing by telegraph with 
Primrose.
