FIGHT FOR SOCIAL EQUALITY.

Japanese While Not Unfriendly to U.
S. Will Insist on Recognition.

Philadelphia, Feb. 2—While believ­
ing that all the talk of war between 
the United States and Japan springs 
irom this Side of the .water and is 
inspired by selfish motives; and that 
the Japanese people at large entertain 
only the kindliest feeling for Ameri­
cans, Dr. Elliot Griffis,- of Ithaca. N. 
Y., friend of the Japanese, arid founder 
under the Japanese government of tin? 
American schols in that country, de­
clared today that the Japanese insist 
upon social equality with the world 
and would fight any country of the 
world to obtain it, not excepting the 
United States.

Dr. Griffis, who, by virtue of forty 
years intimate study of their life arid 
aational characteristics, is a leading 
authority upon the Japanese, was in 
Philadelphia to address the students 
oi the University of Pensylvania. His 
•ducational work in Japan at the invi­
tation of the government included the 
uperintendency of the province of 

Echizefi and later the chair of physics, 
it the University of Tokio. He has 
teen decorated- by the mikado in re­
cognition of his services.

Anniversary of Carlos* Assassination.

Lisbon, Feb. 2.—This is the first an­
niversary of the assassination of King 
Carlos, of Portugal, and his son, 
Crown Prince Luis. Requiem masses 
were celebrated in all the churches of 
Lisbon, and Queen Marie Amelie, 
widow of King Carlos, and a number 
of the court dignitaries attended a 
memorial servie? in the Pantheon ot 
St. Vincent, where the remains of Car­
los and his son are buried. The pub­
licity given a message from the pre­
tender, Don MigueL requesting his 
adherents to abstain from patriotic 
demonstrations and to attend masses 
tor the dead, had a quieting effect. ,

Spain Ignored by U. S. Fleet.
Madrid, Feb. 3—The failure of any 

of the American battleship fleet of six­
teen ships to stop at a Spanish port 
during the fleet's stay at Mediterran­
ean waters has caused an undercurrent 
of resentment in government circles. 
Spain would have welcomed the op­
portunity of doing honor to the fleet, 
seeing in such an event the complete 
effacement of the last trace of bitter­
ness growing out of tne tipanish-Aineri- 
can war.

Lumber Export Trading Improving.
Ottawa. Feb. 3.—J. 8. Larke, Cana­

dian trade commissioner, Sidney, Aus­
tralia, reports that only one-half the 
undressed pine, shipped from British 
Columbia to Australia, is credited to 
Canada in the trade returns. The 
lumber trade is recovering from the 
effects of low prices which ruled in 
the states and is expected to improve 
considerably this year.

Two Q.T.R. Conductors on Toronto- 
Montreal Run .Carry Through 
Daring Fraud.

Toronto, Feb. 2—Two Grand Trunk 
railway conductors and three men in 
the outside service were arrested to­
night on a charge of defrauding the 
company of huge sums. The fraud is 
believed to extend over three years. 
The alleged practice was for the con­
ductors to supply bogus tickets to the 
other three men between Toronto and 
Montreal, who sold them to the pub­
lic. the conductors accepting these 
tickets and n-ot turning them in to 
the company.

The men are Conductors Daniel Cor- 
igan and Frank MoCallum, and the 
other three men are Wm. Smith, Harry 
Rosenbes and Jacob Woods, Toronto. 
They were arrested late tonight by 
the Theil detective agency. The de­
tectives charged them "with carrying 
on the swindle for six years.

Rosenbes and Woods were selling 
the tickets good for the passage from 
Toronto to Montreal for $4 for the 
single trip. The regular fare is $10. 
In the past month Rosenbes sent 
through 130 passengers, netting $520, 
which was divided between himself 
and Conductor Corigan.

The arrests have caused a big sensa­
tion in the city. The men appeared 
in the police court this morning when 
the case was adjourned for a week. 
Bail was refused.

RUSSIA SAVES SITUATION.

Novel Plan Adopted Whereby Yurko- 
1 Bulgarian 1 Deadlock is Broken.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 3—The Turko- 
Bulgarian deadlock over the amount 
of money to be paid Turkey by Bul­
garia, because of the Bulgarian declar­
ation of independence, is broken, and 
the war cloud in southeastern Europe 
has been dissipated by the accept­
ance of a plan proposed by Russia, 
which reconciles in a novel manner 
the Turkish claim of $24,000,000 and 
the Bulgarian offer of $16,400,000.

This plan is based on the war in­
demnity of $1,600,000 a year, which, 
in accordance with the Berlin treaty 
of 1878, Turkey is to pay Russia for 
100 years. These payments bear no 
interest. The Russian proposal is to 
remit them until the Turkish claim 
against Bulgaria is satisfied. Russia 
will collect instead $16,400,000 from 
Bulgaria in equal instalments. These 
■payments will bear interest and the 
amount of this interest will recoup 
Russia. Bulgaria has assented to this 
proposal and the Russian government 
has assurances that the plan is satis­
factory to the Turkish government.

C.P.R7 NEW STOCK 
ISSUE CRITICIZED

Earthquake Fund Now $16,000,000.
London, Feb. 2.—The stream of con­

tributions continue to swell the earth­
quake fund at the Mansion House. 
There is being expressed a good deal 
of doubt whether there is any real 
need for further contributions, espe­
cially in view of the fact that infor­
mation received from Rome states 
that the fund has now reached a total 
of $16.900,000. A story published here 
that the mayor of Messina had been 
arrested for mal conversion of the 
funds was today officially denied at 
the Italian embassy.

Tried to Assassinate Ex-President.
San Jose, Qosta Rica, via Galves­

ton, Texas, Feb. 2.—An attempt was 
made today to assassinate Senor Igle­
sias who formerly was president of 
this republic. Senor Iglesias was 
wounded.

THE ESCAPADES 0F A 
FORMER CIRCUS MAN

The .Police of the Two Cities Are Now 
In Search of a Man Named Ro 
hart, who is Alleged to be Guilty 
of the Thief of Two Horses.

The city police of both Edmonton 
and Strathcona, as well as a number 
of the R. N. W. M. P. from the Ed­
monton barracks, are now on the 
lookout throughout the district for an 
alleged desperado, said to have for­
merly been a member of Norris & 
Rowe’s circus, who has been creating 
havoc for the past few days. The 
man who - is wanted has several ali­
ases, but he is now known as Fred 
Robart, having evidently taken his 
latest surname from a farmer in 
Beaumont, a few miles southeast of 
Strathcona, with whom he has been 
working.

Nearly a " week ago Robart left the 
services of his employer at Beau­
mont and came to the city On a holi­
day visit. On Thursday afternoon at 
the Edmonton livery on Queens Ave­
nue. he secured a horse and cutter 
from the proprietor, Jos. McFarlan, 
with the ostensible of driving to 
Strathcona. He did not return how­
ever, and the police were put on his 
search. Yesterday the horse was re­
ported to be in the stable of a farmer 
at Beaumont where the cutter was 
also found almost battered to nieces.

Creating Havoc at Beaumont.
In the meantime information was 

received by the R. N. W. M. P. that" 
Robart had been creating havoc last 
Friday at Beaumont and had threat­
ened the lives of a number of the re­
sidents there. He went to the house 
of a woman nairied BaStarach. who 
lived alone with her two children. 
It is alleged that he bound the little 
ones hand and foot, locked the two 
up in the cellar of the house and 
after firing several shoto at the wom­
an, one of which narrowly escaped 
her head, took a black mare and 
started back towards Strathcona 
which he reached on Saturday. The 
horse was found on Sunday on the 
Hay Lake trail near Burn’s abottoir. 
hut no trace has yet been discovered 
of Robart since he left Beaumont. 
The man is described as dark enm- 
plexioned. with a slight mustache, 
and a French accent. He is almost 
twenty-nine years of age and has 
been engaged as a farm laborer since 
leaving the Norris & Rowe circus on 
their visit 'here almost a year ago. 
The police think from his actions that 
he may be demented.

Hon. Mr. Aylesworth told Dr.Roche 
(Con., Marquette) that tire government 
is considering the appointment of a 
judge to a new judicial district in 
Manitoba. The minister s&id it was 
an established practice, not to appoint 
a lawyer practising in a certain dis­
trict to a judgeship in that district, 
although such practice had its ad­
vantages.

The minister oi militia informed Col. 
Worthingtop (Con., Sherbrooke) that 
there is no intention of the govern­
ment not to hold the usual training 
camps next summer, reports to the 
contrary notwithstanding.

Natural Resources Committee.
R. L. Borden, leader of the opposi­

tion", introduced the following resolu­
tion : “That it is advisable to appoint 
a select standing committee on nat­
ural resources, who shall have auth­
ority to inquire into and consider and 
report upon all matters appertaining 
to the conservation and development 
of the natural resources of Canada, 
including fisheries, forest, mines, min­
erals, waterways and other powers.’’

The leader of the opposition point­
ed out that by conservation was not 
meant non-using. Use was essential 
to development of natural resources, 
but should not involve destruction. 
Development and conservation should 
go hand in hand and parliament it­
self should be a stimulus for the con­
servation of these things for the us,; 
of the people and not for the advance­
ment of individual fortunes. If neces­
sary parliament should co-operate with 
the propincial legislatures.

■Sir Wilfrid Laurier agreed with the 
spirit of Mr. Borden’s resolutions, but 
thought that to appoint one commit­
tee to loôk after the natural resources 
of Canada was to put this committee 
at variance with some existing com­
mittee. He considered that more com­
mittees than at present existed were 
necessary. For instance, the fisheries 
might have a committee for itself, the 
mines another, but the forest, water­
ways and water powers might be com­
bined under one committee and =o 
on The premier moved that the de- 
bate be adjourned until observation 
had been further discussed, when the 
matter would be brought up again
