Holdings of the Pacific Company.

Victoria, B.C., July 21—The êntire 
holdings of the Pacific Coal Mine .Co, 
Ltd., on Vancouver Island, have been 
purchased by the C. P. R. for $4,000,- 
000.""': John Arbuthnotr - president of 
the company, Is now en route to Mon­
treal to complete the deal. The op­
tion upon the companys holdings was 
taken' some few months ago - shortly 
after the announcement of purchase 
of Dtinsmuir Interests by the C. N. R.

Makes C. P. R. Independent.
The deni Is an important one in 

that it relieves the C. P. R. of depend­
ence upon mines controlled by the 
Canadian Northern, which hitherto 
have supplied coal for its Pacific coast 
steamers and for railway operation on 
Vancouver island. The Pacific Coal 
Mines company has been in existence 
about two years anti shipped the first 
coal a little over a year ago. The 
coal Is similar In character to that 
mined from the Durismuir collieries 
and is believed to be a portion of the 
same lead as that upon which the 
latter’s Enterprise workings are situ­
ated. It lies within easy reach of 
tide water, about twelve miles from 
boat harbor and a like distance from 
Nanaimo. A railway has been built 
and Is in operation between Pit Head 
and the docks.

C. N. R. Move Strategic.
The acquisition of Dunsmuir inter­

ests by William MacKenzle was re­
garded as a strategic move of great, 
importance, giving him the whip hand 
over coastwise shipping and land 
transportation upon Çhe coast. Af 
rumor has circulated frequently that 
the C. P. R. was endeavoring tq gain 
control of the Western Fuel com­
pany’s Interests at Naliaimo, but in 
the meantime their coal expert from 
Trail has been upon the scene investi­
gating the extent of newer company's 
workings with, the result that the re­
port was favorable......

The deal is said to Include aH the 
holdings of the Pacific Coal Mines 
company, which Include an Interest 
in the timber and other mineral 
claims. In this undertaking, Mr. Ar- 
buthnot, who was formerly mayor of 
Winnipeg, has had associated with 
him E. Metchner and a syndicate of 
Winnlpeggers.

London, July 21.—In the Commons 
today, Right Hon. A. J. Balfour took 
the last opportunity before the next 
Imperial Conference to raise the 
question of Imperial preference. He 
remarked on the consistency where­
with since Canada made the first ap­
peal In 1843. every colonial states­
man has pressed on the motehr coun­
try one policy. He declared the 
views of these statesmen were hot 
merely commercial. They had In 
view the idea of Empire, with mutual 
good offices in the matter of tariffs as 
one of its bonds. The Leader of the 
Opposition, emphasizing the fact that 
the colonies had developed into great 
nations, warned the government that 
they also lully realized the value of 
t%rlff negotiations. He urged that a 
result of Canada’s treaties with 
France. Germany and the United 
States had been the diminution of the 
preferential advantages to Britain. 
The government and those who sup­
ported them seemed to think that 
they could remain outside this net­
work of treaties, which was more and 
more arranging channels where into 
international trade would go. Can­
ada had felt the impossibility of a 
policy of isolation and it was quite 
certain the great colonies who had 
entered upon this course of indepen­
dent fiscal negotiation could not in 
the face of circumstances stop where 
they were. The process was just 
beginning and must go on. Con­
cluding, he made a strong appeal that 
the policy of preference should be­
come the policy of all British states 
men, instead of the policy of only one 
party.

Premier Asquith, who replied Im­
mediately. said he heard with great 
satisfaction that the question Which 
had slumbered so long was to be rais­
ed again. It had been suggested 
that the government was insensible 
and unresponsive to the wishes ex­
pressed at the colonial conference of 
1907. That conference had passed 
twenty resolutions. In regard to 
seventeen of them the government 
had taken action. Resolutions in 
respect to preference were carried 
against the British government, but 
the position of"*the government had 
not changed since that time. When 
it came to the practical, concrete 
working out of a policy of preference 
the idea of it remained as nebulous 
and full of inconsistencies and absur­
dities as seven years ago. Colonies 
were not going to allow British manu­
facturers to become inactive competi­
tors with their own cheap raw mater 
ial. The home government could not 
consent to impose a tax which would 
enhance the cost of either food or 
raw material and thereby handicap 
our productive power in the industrial 
competition of the world.

Colonel Seely said that if Britain’s 
refusal to adopt a policy of preference 
led, as Mr. Balfour claimed, towards 
disseverance rather than toward uni­
fication, surely the signs of dissever­
ance should begin to appear. He! de­
clared the exact opposite was the case.

UNIONISTS WOULD GOVERN.

Offer to Help Arrange Imperial Con­
ference Programme.

London, July 20-—Alfred Hammers- 
ley, Unionist member for Mid-Oxford­
shire, and who at one time practised 
at both the Canadian and New Zea­
land bars, asked Premier Asquith in 
the Commons today whether he would 
consider a request for the appoint­
ment of a committee to report what 
subjects were recommended for the 
consideration of the next colonial 
conference. In reply Premier Asquith 
said the imperial government was and 
must remain responsible for the sub­
jects which they would submit to the 
consideration of the imperial confer­
ence. The governments of the Do­
minions over-seas were responsible for 
the resolutions proposed by them­
selves. He added that the honorable 
member might rest assured that the 
business to be transacted would be 
arranged on such a date as to allow 
full circulation of the subject matter 
as between themselves and the Do­
minions. Sir Clement Kintoch-Cooke, 
Unionist member for Devonport, in­
quired whether the . premier was 
aware that when the resolution relat­
ing to emigration came before the Im­
perial conference last year not one of 
the delegates knew anything about it. 
The colonial secretary himself was 
unaware how the matter arose. Pre­
mier Asquith answered : "I cannot 
charge my memory with that, but I 
will say that it will not occur again."
