In the Assembly.
After a number of petitions had 

been presented by Messrs. Squires, 
Watson, Crosbie, Blandford and 
Clapp, the Rules of the House were 
suspended to facilitate business.

A Customs Amendment Bill was put 
through all its stages.

Funds Bill, Supply Bill, Ways and 
Means, Temperance Bill and Loan 
Bill were all disposed of.

The Board of Trade Bill. Petroleum 
Bill and Fisheries Department Bill 
were read a second time.

The Magistrate's Jurisdiction Bill 
was read a first and second time.

Mr. Clift moved the following re­
solutions:—

WHEREAS doubts have arisen as 
to whether this House of Assembly 
is liable for the payment of the An­
nual Sessional Indemnity to the mem­
bers of the House of Assembly who 
were returned thereto in the election 
of 1908, and who, when the House was 
summoned to meet for the despatch of 
business on the 30th day of March, 
A.D., 1909, failed to elect a Speaker;

AND WHEREAS it is desirable to 
set at rest such doubts;

RESOLVED that in the opinion of 
the House no such session was held 
ar would render- this Committee re­
sponsible for the payment of any 
indemnity to the said members.

The Premier moved an amendment:
That in the opinion of this Com­

mittee this resolution should not be 
further proceeded with, unless and 
until recommended by His Excellency 
the Governor.

Mr. Clapp pointed out that Mr. 
Clift's motion, originated the motion 
at his own instance. He (Mr. Clapp) 
objected strongly to any payment be­
ing made. He had no objection to the 
money being sent to the District of 
St. Barbe’s. Mr. Howley also spoke. 
The amendment was accepted unani­
mously.

The Intoxicating Liquor Bill was 
also disposed of with an amendment 
suggested by Mr. Warren and accept­
ed by the Hon. D. Morison who was 
in charge of the Bill. A large num­
ber of members took part in the dis­
cussion among whom were Hon. D. 
Morison, the Premier, The Speaker, 
Messrs. Howley, Devereaux, Clift, 
Grant, Clapp, Kent, Squires, Crosbie, 
Whiteway, Moulton, Downey and 
Piccott.
