The Rt. Hon. Andrew Bonar Law,
LL.D., M.P., was born in New Bruns-
wick in September, 1857, the son of
the Rev. James Law, MA., of New.
Brunswick, and of Eliza, daughter of
| William Kidston of Glasgow. His ear-
ly education was obtained in his nat-
ive province at the Gilbert Field School
in Hamilton. He was later sent to ¢4
Glasgow High School, where he com-
pleted his studies. He then entered
the firm of William Kidson & Sons,
Iron Merchants of Glasgow, of which
he is still a Director. In 1891 he mar-
ried Annie Pitcairn Robley, who died
in 1909, and by whom he had twn sons
and two daughters. His political car-
eer really began in 1902 when he was
appointed Parliamentary Secretary cf
the Board of Trade, two years after
he had been elected to Parliament, for
the constituency of Blackfriars, a di-
vision of Glasgow. He was elected on
a Unionist ticket, and has remained a
member of that party ever since. In
1906 he was returned for the Dulwich
Division of Camberville, and in 1911,
was elected for Bootle Division of Lan
i cashire. From 1911-1915 he led the
