In the meantime the customs
clerks who, the postal clerks main-
tain, do not work nearly as hard
as the post office officials, will re-
ceive an increase of fifty per cent.
|on their salaries.

The customs officials also are to
receive an additional $15 a month,
west of the great lakes.

Mail clerks on trains received $10
a month on the above basis. ”

The clerk in the local post office
starts his career as a government
official at the large sum of 845
a month. After. three months hard
work, should they prove efficient
they receive an increase of $3,33
per month. They have to look ahead
to the prospect of receiving an in-
crease of 850 a year up to the
fsalary of $800

This basis of salary is inadeqdate
to the present of livng in Cal-
gary, which, for board and room,
reaches the sum even of the poorest
kind of $30 to $35 per mdnth leav-
ing a very small margn, in fact
too small, for the common necessi-
ties of life.

Since applying for the increase of
$10 per month, the clerks of the
Jocal office with the public in gener-
al find the cost of living to hawve
increased considerably, and find that
an increase of $15 at least would
cover the necessary expenditure con-
nected with western life. ¢

In the Christmas rush of 1905 the
clerks received a bonus of from $5
to $10 for the extra work, but last
Chr stmas failed to receive even the
slightest token of thanks from the
government.
