Another Marine Disaster.
NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 18.—The Norwegian 

steamer Agnes, Capt. F. Hanson, from 
Blue Fields, Nicaragua, has arrived. It reports having, Oct. 10, encountered a hur- 
ricane with tremendous seas. It alsor 
ports that at 7 a.m. Oct. 11 it sighted and 
rescued two sailors who were clinging to 
part ot about. The men belonged to the 
Honduran schooner Stranger, which had 
capsized Oct. 10. It hod thirteen passen- 
gers, including seven women and three 
children, also a crew of five men, including 
the captain, all of whom, with the exception 
of the two rescued, were drowned. The 
schooner was bound from Pelize via Ruatan 
for Blue Fields. The mon rescued are 
Thomas Connor and Charles Scott. Among 
the passengers lost by the capsizing of the 
schooner Stranger were Miss Frances Me 
Bride, of Ruatan; Mrs. Wright, of Blue 
Fields; Mrs. Thompson, of Ruatan; Miss 
Fanny Stein, of Ruatan.

States Supreme Court to-day affirmed the 
judgment of the Michigan Supreme Court, 
upholding the constitutionality of the fam- 
ous Miner Law, providing for the election 
of Presidential electors in districts instead 
of in States as a whole. The conceded 
effect of the decision is to give a part st 
least of the Michigan electoral vote to 
Cleveland.

A Gloomy Outlook.

LONDON, Oct. 17.—While the great death 
hasbeen devastating the continent without 
mercy this summer, England must prepare for the earning of a spectre only less ter- 
ionb A great hunger will soon invade
Timin The signs of his coming are 
Lhere Those whoso business it is to 
everywhere, f'-l-Ong him say that he has 
already gained a foothold in London. They 
explain that not for many years until now 
EXT there been genuine distress in the 
inettotclis due to great commercial and 
économie causes. Poor and destitute there 
always are in large numbers, but their 
enterings for a long time have been due to individual and special causes. Thousands 
ol skilled workmen in almost all trades 
are now idle through no fault of their 
own. The evil has grown gradually. 
Attention has not been called to it by 
the sudden discharge of great bodies 
of men. Working forces have been 
cut down gradually, and the process is still 
going on The docks are half deserted. 
The textile clothing and printing trades 
are dull almost beyond precedent. A 
larger proportion of men are idle in the 
shipbuilding, engineering and related 
trades than for many years. The situation 
has been growing worse lor fifteen months, 
but in September things took a much 
sharper downward turn. The labor bureau 
of the Board of Trade makes a gloomy re- 
port of the situation. The charitable 
agencies have for some time been sounding 
the alnrin. Ol the 22 chief trades unions 
in London only two in answer to inquiries 
report trade as good, nine consider It 
moderate, and eleven, having the greatest 
membership, report it bad. It 19
apparent already that existing re- 
lief machinery will not be ade- 
quite lor the emergency of the 
coming winter. The coroners bave investi- 
gated several cases of actual death y 
starvation in the last month. Distress is 
sure to be active and widespread, and there 
will be many pitiful tales to make Christ, 
mis holiday more of sorrow than of glad- 
ness. The cause of it all is commercial 
rather than financial depression. There is 
considerable improvement visible in finan- 
till affairs. Capital is becoming more con- fident and Venturesome and the strictly 
financial market is distinctly in bette 
dition than a few months ago, but the com- 
mereal outlook is not encouraging. There 
is reason to fear that things will continue to 
go from bad to worse. Furthermore, the 
crop now being harvested is. on the whole, 
the poorest for half a century.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 18.—The San Fran- 
cisco dispatch reciting the trouble ex­
perienced by American merchants on the 
Gilbert Islands was shown to Secretary 
Foster yesterday. The United States has 
a commercial agent on the island, but up to 
the present time he has made no représenta- 
tion of this kind to the Department of 
State. The Secretary says that early in 
the present year the department received a 
communication from King Teburcimoa of 
the Gilbert Islands, praying that the 
United States establish a protectorate over 
the island. The King at that time was in 
San Francisco. The department did not 
act upon the application for the reason that 
it has been the established policy of the 
United States to decline the extension of 
its territory by such means. Such are the 
facts as .fficially stated at the department. 
The Britisli protectorate over the Gilbert 
Islands has in the case of the group, in­
cluding Butaritar, been repeatedly repudi­
ated by the native rulers who, as already 
stated, has sought an American pro­
tectorate in preference. There are certain 
aspects of the case that cause it to resemble 
the Samoan controversy which came near 
involving the United States and Germany 
in strife; and although the Department of 
State has felt obliged to decline the request 
for a protectorate it may be assumed that 
all legitimate American interests in 
the islands will be fully protected.
