Already he had caught 
and tethered them, and on examination 
of those ridden by his friend and the 
stranger. had discovered that their hides 
were severely galled under the saddles, 
and that neither of them would probably 
carry a man's weight without consider­
able suffering for many days. This is a 
casualty none the less irritating that it 
is the common lot of all equestrians. 
This it Is that destroys the efficiency of 
a cavalry soldier, and reduces the trav- 
traveler to the ignominious necessity of 
walking with his bridle over his arm. 
Alas, that there is no remedy for it but 
rest!
