MANION SPEAKS

Canadian Press Despatch.
Ottawa, April 28.—Speaker Lem- 

ieux today declared the Woodsworth I 

budget amendment, in its modified 
form, to be in order; and. with that 
ruling, the Conservative amendment 
moved by A. J. Doucet of Kent. N. 
B., necessarily falls by the wayside, 
for two amendments to the budget 
are not permissible, under present 
practice. There is a possibility, how- 
ever, that more may be heard of the 
Conservative amendment later.

Following the Speaker’s ruling the 
House resumed debate. Hon. R. .1. 
Manion. Conservative, of Fort Wil­
liam. regarded the budget as a fore- 
runner of free trade. He wondered 
why a government which had so 
little to boast about and boasted of 
so little, did not boast about the 
emigration to the United States. It 
the present trend towards free trade 
were continued. Canada might be­
come an “industrial appendage" of the 
United States, and the exodus of 
the children of Israel would be like 

a U. F. O. parade in Toronto as com­
pared with the exodus of Canadians 
across the international boundary.

Support for the budget came both 
from Liberal and Progressive ranks.

W. K. Baldwin. Liberal, declared 
that in his own constituency of Stan- 
stead. Que., he had heard no criticism 
of the budget. John Pritchard, Pro­
gressive, of North Wellington, 
thought the budget a step in the right 
direction. Mr. Pritchard thought 

there should be “intelligent discus- 
sion" of the motion proposed by 
Harry Leader of Portage la Prairie, 
favoring a reduction of 1212 per 
cent, in sessional indemnities. Fur­
ther, Mr. Pritchard would apply a 
121 per cent cut to the salary of 

|every member of the government 
service getting more than $3,000.

Tomorrow Herbert Marler, Liberal, 
of Montreal, continues the dabate. It 
is expected that he will differ sharply 
from the government on the proposed| 
reductions in customs duties.

Before the Speaker gave his ruling 
on the Woodsworth amendment to 

the budget today. W. A. Boys, chief 
:Conservative whip, said he would like 
to emphasize the stand the official 

Iopposition took against the amend-I 
Iment. He had nothing to add to the 
arguments against it given by Right 
Hon. Arthur Meighen last Friday. 
The original motion was not in order. 
It had, however, not been read from 
the chair and was not therefore be­
fore the House. The one that bad 
been read from the chair was quite 
different and had no seconder. Mr. 
Boys quoted a number of authorities 
on parliamentary procedure to sup­
port his claim.

Speaker Lemieux, giving his rul- 
ing, said the amendment as proposed 
by Mr. Woodsworth was objection- 
able in form, and, therefore, exercis­
ing his unquestioned authority, he 
had conferred with Mr. Woodsworth, 
who had made changes in the amend­
ment. In this, the Speaker argued, 
he had followed customs and usages 
of the House. It was quite compe­
tent for a member to change a mo­
tion providing, as in the present case, 
it had not been submitted to the 
House from the chair. But once the 
Speaker had read an amendment or 
motion, it ceased to be under the 
mover’s control and could only be 
withdrawn by leave of the House.

Amendment In Order.
He ruled the Woodsworth amend­

ment, as submitted by the Speaker 
to the House, to be in order and the 
Doucet (Conservative) amendment 
therefore out of order.

Continuing the debate on the bud­
get, J. G. Robichaud (Liberal, Glou­
cester, N.B.) stated that the Cana­
dian people were now facing the evil 
results of the decade of Conservative
