Heinze is recognized in the granting of a
subsidy for a railway from Rossland to
Penticton the government may count on
his most active opposition. This seems
a very remarkable attitude for Mr. Max-
well to take. It cannot possibly make
one iota of differehce to the city of Van-
couver or the Province at large whether
Mr. Heinze or someone else builds the
direct road to Kootenay. = What we
want is the railway. Mr. Heinze is in a
position to build it as far as Pentic-
ton, if he gets a Dominion subsidy.
No one else that anyone has heard of is
in'such a position. Mr., Maxwell may
be; but if he is he has not yet taken the
public into his confidence on the sub-
ject. If any of Mr. Maxwell’s imme-
diate constituents are ready [to take the
available Dominion subsidy and baild a
railway from Penticton to Rossland,
they have yet to place themselves‘in evi-
dence. Mr. Maxwell’s position indi-
cates that he is more concerned for the
success of some individuals than for the
general prosperity of the Province.

Will somebody explain the reason of
this senseless opposition to Mr. Heinze?

BUSINESS IN THE
UNITED STATES.

Bradstreet’s says there is substanti-
ally nothing being done in Europe' in
American securities. One reason for
this is doubtless the unsettled condition
of things in the United States. We find
in a Seattle paper an interview with Mr.
Fred Sander, of that city, who has been
in New York endeavoring to borrow
money. He said that his securities were
regarded as unexceptional’ in them-
selves, but financial men will not make
large loans in Washington under the
existing condition of the laws there. He
told also of the failure of some Louisiana
people to float a loan of $500,000 on about
1,000,000 acres of cultivated land. Yet
the present rate on which money loans
in New York city is about 114 per cent.,
and real estate that pays 2 per cent. is
congidered a good investment. Only a
very short time ago a man who would
talk of 2 per cent. money in New York
would heve been regarded as absurd.
The constant marvel of the American
people was that money in London could
be got in unlimited quantities for 3 per
cent. and under.

The best authorities say that there
never was such a plethora of money 1n
New York as at the present time, A
week or two ago one of the principal
banks closed its doors and transferred its
accounts to another institution because
it was impossible to carry on business
with a profit. The bank was perfectly
solvent, and simply died because there
was  nothing to be made by
keeping alive. Other cases of the same
kind have occurred within a month,
One of the leading financial papers stated
very recently that many of the banks
would have to go out of business for the
same reagon a8 influenced the New York
concern.

This is certainly a very extraordinary
condition of things. An abundance of
idle -money and millions of idle men,
the greatest millionaires and the most
abject paupers, a strange compound,
truly, this for a country of such vast
potentialities as the United States,
Meanwhile the steady outflow of gold to
Europe continues. The financial pros-
pects across the border are far from
bright. In this connection the follow-
ing observations made by President Mec-
Kinley at the International Commercial
Congress in session in Philadelphia are
of interest. He said:

‘I must tell you that from first to.last
I have been deeply imnressed with ‘the
scenes witneseed in Philadelphia to-day.
I have seen the remarkable spectacle of
representatives of all the American Re-
publice with products of their ekill and
their toil in one great warehouse. The
first great convention of the Republics
was organized by the matchless diplo-
macy of that splendid American James
G. Blaine. Seven years ago he brought
the governments of this continent to-
gether and taught the doctrine that
general reciprocity in trade required re-
ciprocity of information; and it was his
genius, with that of many gentlemen I
see about this board to-night, that
originated the Bureau of American Re-
publics, located in this city, which has
already done much gocd, and which I
kalieve will yet play an important part
in our trade relations with the nations
supporting it. My fellow citizens, there
is no motive to make a product if yon
canuot find somebody to take it. The
maker must find a taker. You will not
employ labor to make a product if you
cannot find a buyer for that prcduct
after labor has made it.”’

Coming from the champion of protec-
tion, this expression of opinion in re-
gard to the necessity of developing for-
eign commerce is of very great interest.
The people of Canada are in one sense

From every quarter of the Province
mining news of an exceptionally favor-
able character comes to hand every day,
The old districts are the scenes of new
discoveries and new districts are being
opened. The experience of 1897 so far
confirms the claim that it is not un-
reasonable to call the whole of British
Columbia’s vast area one great mining
field.

If these things do not inspire us all
with hope, our blood must be very slug-
gish indeed, We are going to say some-
thing that may sound extravagant, but
we believe it is literally true. It is, that
there is no other part of the world in this
month of June, 1897, that has such mag-
nificent prospects before it as this im-
perial Province of British Columbia has,
I this is not true, will some one kindly
tell us where the country is that has
prospects equal to ours? The impetus
which the Province will receive this year
will extend:to all lines of industry. We
believe that a period of prosperity is
dawning for British Columbia, the like
of which has never been experienced in
Canada, and for a parallel to which it is
not easy to say where we can look ex-
pecting to find' it. It is British Colum-
bia’s innings.

THE STAR IN THE EAST.

A correspondent sends usa pretty con-
ceit regarding the Star in the East,”
which we print to-day, There is possi-
bly only a sentiment in it, but there may
be something more.

** Get thee out of thy country and from
thy kindred, and from thy father’s house
into a land that I will show thee.” In
obedience to this command Abram set
his face Westward, and in due time ar-
rived in Canaan, There are those who
say that the man Abram, or, a8 he came
to be called, Abraham, typifies a' race
and not a single individual ; but this ddes
not affect the interest in the case at all.
If the “* call of Abraham” was simply
the genesis of a racial migration the fact
remains the same that fully four thou-
sand years agoa ‘‘star’’ appeared in
the East to the founders of the Hebrew
nation. We use the word * star ”” in this
connection for convenience only.

If we turn to secular history and read
it carefully, we will find that about the
beginning of the present era a racial
movement was in progress in Central
Europe. TUlfilas, called sometimes the
