AFTER BOUNTY-EARNERS.

British Shipowners Alarmed Over Com-
petition of the French.
% g

The British . shipowners, who have
made old England “mistress of the seas”
without the aid of subsidies, are making
a great complaint about the competition
of the bounty-fed French’sailing vessels.
It was the French vessels that ecaused
the first break in freights on this coast,
and gthey have demoralized business for
the British and German shipowners
wherever they have sailed. The bounty
is sufficient to keep them moving at a
freight rate so low that it would bank-
rupt the owner of an. unsubsidized ship.
A meeting was recently held in Liverpool
for the purpose of devising mesns for
counteracting the effect of this subsidiz-
ed opposition. . Mr. Leyland, ‘of the firm
of R. W. Leyland & Co., who operate
a_large number of grain ships in the Pa-
cific Coast trade, ‘was one of the prinei-
pal speakers, and in referring to the
French laws passed by the chamhers of
1881 and 1893, and the projected law
of 1902, at present before the Freuch
Senate, sald that they all provide for
payment on subsidy en building as well
sailing bounties, aind so he could see no
relief in the immediate future throgih
a change in the sitnation from the
French side.

Colovel Evans Seads Word of
the Second Mounted
leles In Natal. 7

London, April 8. —The correspondent of
the Standard at Klerksder » Transvaal
Colouy, has cabled a graphie account of
the battle at Dornbalt farm, March 381,
in which the British lost three officers
and 24 men killed and had 16 officers and
131 wounded, while the Boers had 137
men killed or wounded. A small force
of Canadians and mounted infantry, the
correspoundent says, were opposed by
sevenfold their number. Six hundred
Boers charged confidently, calling upon

em-t0 surrender. #1

Lieut. iCarruthers, of the Canadians,
sprang to his feet and exclaiming that
he wonld not surrender, shot the fore-
most Boer--with his revolver at a dis.
tance of 15 paces.. The Canadians had
no cover except the short grass. Lying
prone-upon the ground they fired steadily
and forced the Boers to seek shelter of
a screen of trees. Many of the Boers
climbed the trces and fired dewn on the
Canadians. 'The latter kept the enemy
at bay for two hours.

Wheq all but 15 of the British troops
were killed or wounded, the Boers_ven-
tured another rush and captured the
handful of survivors.

Lieut. Carruthers was the only British
officer who was not seriously wounnded.
He had several flesh wounds, but re-
fused to go to a hospital.

Some of the Boers wanted to shoot
him whgn he was taken prisoner, but
they~ultxmate]y thought better of this,
saying, “He is too brave a man to die
that way.” ~ ~

All of the dead men and most of the
wounded had several wounds,
