BRINND SUGCEEDS
N FORMING
CABINET

Assurance Is Given That Am-
erican Policy Will Be Faith-
fully Carried Out—A Truce
Between Labor and Capital

Paris, July 24:—After a day of con-
ferences, Aristide Briand succeeded in
forming a new French ministey, and
officially announced the success of his
endeavors to President Fallieres at 10
o'clock last night. ¢

The new cabinet is made up as fol-
lows: Premier and Minister of the
Interior andg of Public Worship, M.
Briand; Minister of Justice, M. Bar-
theou; Minister of Foreign Affairs, M.

FRENCH  TREATY
- GOMES IN
BADLY

Affording an Opportunity - to
Washington to Review Can-
adian Fiscal Policy and

- Make Retaliation

UNLIMITED DISCRETION
GIVEN THE PRESIDENT

Ottawa, July 18.—That unlucky
Prench Treaty, which Mr. Fielding and
Mr. Brodeur negotiated in 1906, which
the French Parliament then insisted

‘upon modifying to the further advan-
tage of France, which we thereupon had
to  accept in its. modified form, and

which has been hanging fire for these
three years, has suddenly cropped up
at the. most inconvenlent moment
imaginable. The French Farliament has
ratified it, and it now rests with our
Government to request Parliament at the
next session to ratify the pro-French
modifications. This situation arises at
the precise moment when the United
States tariff, with its eladorate appar-
atus of retaliatory provisions, is at its
most formative stage.

: To‘r\énderstand the situation created by
this—reappearance of the French Treaty
on the scene, it 1s necessary to under-
stand the. retaliation ¢lause in the pro-
posed American tariff.,” Planned ex-
pressly for the purpose of penalizing-a
country for entering' into arrangements
such ‘as are contemplated by our Treaty
with ¥rance, the present form of the
clause is a triumph of subtlety. First
of all, there are two tariffs, the mini-
mum a{xd. the general; the latter being
the polite way of describing the maxi-
mum tf {. The mintmum rates’promise
to bé’‘high enough in all conscience, and
the maximum tariff is simply the mini-
mum plus 26 per cent. As the House
of ' Representatives planned the retalia-
tion clause, it was to be an automatic
affair.  Countries which gave the United
States products treatment as favorable
as that extended to any other country
whateyer: were -tp gat the minimum
tariff; and when any “country, province |
dependency .or coluny” discriminated
%Jgalnst any article imported from the
United States, its goods were to'be sub-
ject to the maximum tariff. A previso
was. added that this- should not. apply
to cases where the preference was be-

tween a-colony and its mother country.

Were the Bill to become law in that
form Canada would be automatically
penalized. The British preference would
not do it; what would be effectual is
the old French Treaty of 1894. By this
arrangement Canada ' grants special
tariff favors to a verg few articles ex-
ported by France; -the duty paid on
these last year was $285,000; and : but
for this preference would: have ' been
$520,000, so that the favor given to
France is about $235,000.  This is a falr-
ly insignificant tariff arrangement, but
{t would have been -enough to put us in
the -higher schedule without any bar-
gaifing whatever. v £ ARt

mum and minimum tariffs remain, but
it is left within the ¢iscretion of the
President - which -of ‘these- shail be-ap-
plied” to a country which enters’ #nto
preferential’ relations with  any other
country. ;The wording of the clause is
skilfully- contrived te -throw all. power
into the hands of the President and of
those who negotiate for him: ‘The Presi-
dent takes action when he is “satisfied”
as to the conduct of the other country.
The other country must not diserimin-
ate “in the way of tariff rates or pro-
visions, trade or other regulations,
charges, exactions, or in any other man-
ner, directly or indirectly;” 'so that the
American negotiators can scrutinize the
tnternal  traffic arrangements of the
country; for example, a preferential rate
to Canadian products on the Intercol-
cnial might be construed as a discrim-
ination inst American ‘trade. - Then
the @iscrimination must net be “undue;
it will rest. of course, with the United
States authorities to decide what is
“undue;” instead of the express excep-
tion made by the House of Representa-
tives in favor of a colonial preference,
it is left to the President to pronounce
upon our existing preference °as to
whether, it is ‘undue’” or. not, and. it is
open:‘to him to: rule that our existin
preference of one_third is all right, bu
that it would be “undue” discrimination
if we were to increase it to One half.
Then, the foreign country ‘ must ‘‘ac-
cord” to American products Atreatment
which is reciprocal and equivalent;’
there is room for much hair-splitting
in those words. ~Then the Fresident is
empowered to grant the minimum tariff
to, or withhold it from, not merely the
whole of a foreign country, “but .any

one of its political subdivisions which | ]

have ‘authority to.adopt and enforce-
tariff legislation, or to impose restric-
tions or regulations, or to grant con-
cessions upon ‘the exportation or impor-
tation of articles which are, or may be,
imported into the'United: States.” Thus
the maximum tariff might be applied
to one province of Canada for, say, prer
venting the export of sawlogs or pulp
wood. and the minimum tariff granted
to other provinces which:are' willing to
have Americans buy their logs for manu-
facture in the United 'States. ake ' it

imposing the higher or the lower dutles
upon the, products of a country which
ig independent enough to try to make
tariff bargains with countries other
than:the United States. y:h

Here~ is where ' the  French ‘Treaty
omes in. Our trade with Frence s
ﬁather considerable, but very onesided;
France sold to us last year oods*to the
extent of $10,250,000 and the sales .of
Canadian products in France were adout
$1,750,000. The new Treaty’ will give
substantial benefits to Trench ribbons,
silks and velvets, and Mr. Fielding's
estimate, given in Parliament, is that
the reduction of  duty will be about
$400,000. We have seen that the dis-
crimination due to the old Treaty of
1894 is about $235,000. Taken together
the total diserimination in favor of
France will be about $650,000. Appar-
ently this will be a reduction of gbout
20 per cent. on the duty under the regu-
lar tariff. The preference is trebled.

It is evident -that it will be open to
the President to take the ground that
whereas the old Treaty affected slight
and inconsiderable discrimipation, the
new Treaty by trebling the t riff favors
to France will constitute an ‘‘undue™
discrimination. It will e equally open
to him to hold that ‘the whole thing
does not matter. The ratification.of the
French Treaty at this moment simply
puts it in the power of the President
to review our present trade relations
and pronounce upon them.

The controversy over Hecate Strait
seems to have been advanced a further
stage. British newspapers which have
come to hand contain the assertion that
the United States Government has made
fresh representations to the British
Government, pressing for:a clear defini-
tion of its claims with regard to its
jurisdiction over the Strait. The Brit-
ijsh Government, it seems, is now ob-
taining the view of the Dominion Gov-
érnment before replying to Washington.
The United States claim is that Hecate
Strait beyond the three-mile limit is.to
be regarded as open sea, and that Ameri-
can fishermen should have the right
to fish therein.
