by the London Free Press for its contem­
porary, the London Advertiser, and the 
falling into it on the part of the latter. The 
subject under discussion was the question 
of provincial rights ; the argument of the 
Free Press was that the guarantee for 
those rights was found in the fact that the 
federal government are responsible to a 
parliament composed of representatives of 
the various provinces, each interested in 
their maintenance, the following being its 
statement of the case :

«•The parliament of Canada is composed 
of representatives of the seven provinces, 
each of which bas, in its provincial char­
acter, like political right». Ministers, 
whose tenure of office depends upon their 
retaining the confidence of a parliament so 
composed, are not likely to abuse a power, 
the exercise of which would obviously be 
jealously watched by representatives from 
til the provinces, since each ia alike inter­
ested ro the maintenance of provincial 
nghts, and therefore in the principles upon 
which the power of disallowance is exer­
cised. For the same reason any abuse by 
ministers of this power would be quickly 
followed by the application of the constitu­
tional remedy by parliament,”

The Advertiser, which, by the way, is 
now edited by Mr David Mills, denounced 
this »• ntter nonsense, when the Free 
Press announced that the paragraph was 
quoted without the ehange of a sing’s 
letter from a state paper by the Hon Mr 
Blake, carefully transcribed from the ses­
sional papers of 1877.

- that in method lam everything was in thi hand, of the clergy ; and at Uie £». time 
the general superintendency proposed it lot 
n recurrence to the ancient' time tradition 
and doctrine of eoowttmsihm ànd iti,.- 
erancy, which is a. old », eeseot.al math- 
odiam it»elf. As to the detail» of that 
measure, to which objection it being made 
I have to remark :

3 It is the outgrowth of an unfortunate 
animus of sectionalism which bas 
sprung up since the last great crisis 
in our history in the annual conferences 
Perhaps, unconsciously to themselves, cer­
tain local magnates (not all the men of true 
weight), have seemed desirous to preserve 
their favorite conference, as a sort of pre­
serve for themselves, hence the pother 
which has arisen of late years about 
“annual icoofervnce rights,” the tendency of 
which is to disintegrate our connexional- 
ism. The increased powers of the general 
conference and the wise and 
cient supervision oi one 
general superintendents will be adapt­
ed to prevent disintegration. As 
to the arrangement proposed of having the 
president of the annual conference appoint­
ed by that conference, ana the general 
superintendents to conjointly or alternately 
occupy the chair, I think it is wisely 
adapted to eecure both local and general 
connexional interests.

4. Don’t be dismayed at the object! 
to the scheme on the part of some of the 
ministers; those the most active in making 
this outcry are ardent, talented and promis­
ing for the future; bat for the present they 
are not the wisest or really mi st influential. 
Ten years from now they will hold very 
different views from what they do at 
present.

5. Another awkward feature of the case
is, that our talented editor, perhaps uncon­
sciously, seems to reflect his own individu­
ality and the views of a coterie rather than 
the action of the general conference and its 
union committee. «

The laity of the church have now a 
chance, by e calm, solid vote in favor of the 
union measure to confer lasting benefits on 
the religions interests of this country, and 
through its evangelizing efforts besides. I 
hope those of them who have so lavishly 
given their money to help on the varions 
interests of the church will not retire dis­
gusted by the higgling spirit which has dis­
played itself in some clerical circles. It is 
not the spirit of the many. Both the clergy 
and laity of all the methodist bodies will 
have to prepare themselves for increased 
liberality and, perhaps, severe self denial 
for a time, until we get this great measure 
fairly afloat.

We must severally pray more. It has 
been a great oversight that the ministers in 
the active work have not concurred in and 
carried ont earnest union prayer meetings 
to ask the Divine guidance and help at this 
juncture.

I would be exceedingly obliged to any 
editor, secular or denominational, who 
would give my final appeal an insertion.

Our 
governors—general and provincial—are mere 
pieces Jot ornament, of no more practical 
use in the actual government of the country 
than a clerk who signs documents. They 
are the mere * amanuenses of the prime 
ministers, who with their cabinets are the 
real governors. The work ol our governors 
—as far as state business goes—is simply 
automatic, to sign documents, whether 
they believe them right or not. This was 
proved in the Letelier case. It is ee l 
known that Lord Lome disapproved, 
personally, the ac ion of Sir John s govern­
ment in this matter ; and that he refused, 
at first, to sign the decree, believing it 
unjust, as it is said Lord Duilerm did 
before him. To get him out of the difficulty 
Sir John arranged the reference to Downing 
RtrPpt w'bere he was told that he had 
simplv to do >» bis miniatere directed him. 
What aoneence it would be then to .put 
the people of this deration to the expense of 
electing an official who ia a mere shadow 
of the cabinet, and has no more to do with 
directing the actual government of tne 
country than the topfomament of a stove 
has to do with the fire inside. This is no 

V/ the case even with the queen of Eugland, 
much less with the president or state gov- 
ernors of the neighboring republic. In
