Why are not '-fee , eafcres doing a better 
business in Canada, id The World to an 
old time actor lately.

Because they bax not reduced the 
price* of admission, j: replied. Especially 
i* thia true of T oronto Ain Montreal, how­
ever, the work of r. ..notion has begun. 
The Union Square^ tiieatre of New York 
ha* made a Bweh'JtiUg réduction and you 
may expect t» hear of all the other the­
atres doing likewise. Managers have said 
that the exorbitant Salarie* paid to actor* 
rendered it necessary to keep the prices 
up in order to play to first-class attractions 
at a. profit. _ Now that a theatre of such 
well established reputation as the Union 
Square sees its way dear to reduce the 
price of admission that argument doe* not 
hold. If actors' salaries are the only ob­
stacle in the vray, the difficulty will be 
overcome by cutting them down in the 

proportion a*, the prices of admission 
are reduced.

The present depression in the theatrical 
buBinesa is not due to a waning interest in 
the drama, but to the fact that in these 
hard times the people who most largely 
patronize theatrer cannot afford to pay the 
prices demanded. In tlie midst of tumb­
ling in values the prices of admission to 
theatres have either remained stationary 
or advanced.

The dime-museum managers were the 
®mt to recognize this fact, and they made 
a o;d for the old patrons of the theatres by 
giving dramatic and operatic performances 
at a low price. It is true that these per­
formance lacked the merit of similar at­
tractions in first class theatres, but 
the museum managers were wise 
enough to tee that Jhe general 
public is not critical when it is amused. 
And so the museum performances, losing 
nothing by comparison of merit, profited 
by the comparison of prices. The cry that 
good companies will not play at theatres 
where the prices of admission are put 
within the reach of the masses is

A Visit t* the Presses of New «rleeas-4 Tenth Amenai Meeting of the Prisoners' 
The Severn nient Bnlldlng ef the Ex­
hibition.

Dear World : Before going to the exhi­
bition we paid a visit to the cotton yards.
First I must tell you that the large Mis­
sissippi steamers bring the bales. They 
are about five feet long by three, and some 
of these steamers can carry 7000 bales and 
hundreds of bags of cotton seed besides.
These bales are landed at the levee aad at 
once carted away to the yards, each 
owner's lot separate from the others. W hen 
a lot is sold they are brought to the press­
ing machine. It is worked by steam, and 
has a pressure ot, I am afraid to say how 
many tons. The bale is placed on the 
block and down comes the weights, and it 
reduces the cotton to wood substance, and 
weighs 30 pounds to the cubic foot.
The width of the bale remains the same, 
but it reddtes the height to about one foot.
Then they are carted off to the steamers 
for conveyance to Liverpool, There are a 
Urge number of these cotton yards; each 
will hold about 20,000 bales, and during 
the year each yard handles about 120,000 
hales, each one received in its original 
package and then reduced to shipping 
size. Surely in New Orleans “cotton is 
king.”
