Revised Statutes and Sunday Cars.
The ordinary citizen does not know much 

about law. The average opponent of Sunday 
street cars seeks to awe the agitation with 
sections of the law of Moees—-seeks to kill it 
off with broad references to the Revised 
Statutes of Ontario. The “Act to Prevent 
the Profanation of the'Lord’s Day,” Chap. 
208, R.S.O., is referred to. Let us outline 
that measure.

We are going to give yon the genuine Act, 
for Her Majesty, as the preamble assures us, 
enacted it by and with the advice and con­
sent of the legislative Assembly of the Pro­
vince of Ontario. Clause 1 contains the 
main provisions and we will quote it in full:

1. It is not lawful for any merchant, 
tradesman, artificer, mechanic, workman, 
laborer or other person whatsoever on the 
Lord’s Day, to sell or publicly show forth, 
or expose, or offer for sale, or to purchase, 
any goods, chattels, or other personal pro­
perty, or any real estate whatsoever, or 
to do or exercise any worldly labor, business 
or work of his ordinary calling (conveying 
travelers or Her Majesty’s mail, by land or 
by water, selling drugs and medicines, and 
other works of necessity and works of charity 
only excepted). R. 8. O., 1877, c. 189, a 1.

There it is. Exception is expressly made in 
favor of “conveying travelers.” If the 
street cars ran on Sunday it would be to 
convey travelers, thus accepting a wise and 
specific provision of the law. To prove this 
refer to clause 7, wherein is found the only 
qualification of the term found in the whole 
Act. It says: “Sunday excursions 
amusement or pleasure only......shall not
be deemed a lawful conveying of travelers 
within the meaning of this Act” The street 
cars would not be running excursions for 
amusement or pleasure only, and are there­
fore not prohibited. It is as plain as statu­
tory language can make it

That this is the law is borne out by the 
fact that the law does not interfere with 
the running of the cars in Hamilton and 
Belleville, St. Catharines and Thoroid on 
Sundays They are run in these places for 
the conveyance of travelers or as works of 
necessity. Why not then in Toronto!

“Other works of necessity,” is another ex­
ception in clause 1. Who shall define the 
necessities of this city! The people only can 
do sb.

That the Ontario statutes present no 
barrier to a Sunday car service is shown, but 
to enlighten the people and promote the 
proper observance of the holy'day a brief 
summary of the further provisions of the law 
may be given.

It is unlawful to hold, convene or attend 
any public political meeting or to tipple, 
revel, brawl or create riot.

You must neither gambol nor gamble, nor 
run races on foot or with vehicles.

Except in defence of your property from 
any wolf or other ravenous beast or bird of 
prey you must not use any dog, gun or other 
engine of death. Neither may you fish how-

What Mr. Brehner" Had to Say About the
Generous Gifts That are World-Wide,
The World had a chat yesterday with 

Librarian Brehner at ’Varsity. Mr. Brebner 
was able to report ovtA* 27,000 volumes ar­
ranged On the shelves. There remain several 
hundred books as yet uncataloged. These 
books are nearly all gifts from the friends of 
the University throughout the world. At 
present two cases are known to be on the 
way from Germany, but consignments come 
in from time to time, of which it is difficult 
to discover the senders. Among recent con­
tributions are a set of over 800 volumes from 
the University of Strasbourg.

A large pile of books from the French 
Government lav on a table hi greater or 
less disorder. The State of Pennsylvania 
sent a book entitled, “Birds of Pennsyl­
vania," which, as Mr. Brebner remarked, 
reminded him of the lost Audubon set, 
valued at $3000.

An interesting relic of the fire lay on Mr. 
Brebner’s table in the shape of a shining 
hand-bell, made from the metal of the old 
bell and made at the suggestion of Sergeant 
McKim. Inside the gift books' secured by 
the Old Coùbtrÿ cohimtttee is ah inscription 
which reads:

Toronto University Library. Presented by —-
------- through the committee formed in the Old
Country to aid in replacing the loss caused by the 
disastrous fire of Feb. 14, 1890.

Thus for many a year the memory of bene­
factors will be kept green. Perhaps the most 
interesting gift of all in this respect is a set of 
books whicb belonged to the late Dr. McCaul 
and which have been presented to the li­
brary by bis heirs, with the following in­
scription On the inside cover:

of salt Under this system you give two 
bushels more than is necessary to buy one 
barrel of salt One bnshel and six pounds is 
the real value, and you have to pay under the 
present system three bushels and one-third. 
Are you getting a fair return for what yon 
give! No; you are robbed in what you 
sell and what you buy. You have 
the satisfaction that for every three bushels 
yon raise you give over two to the Govern- 

* ment. It is worse than that because you 
give these two bushels into the pockets of 
the combines and take it ont ih glory or 
patriotism or something else. [Laughter.] 
Two-thirds of the farms are virtually handed 
over to the combines, and one-third of à 
farmer’s life and labor are devoted to the 
advancement and aggrandizement of a 
few people in this country.

All of which is mere political jugglery. 
The Canadian Parliament did not make the 
McKinley tariff on Canadian barley; yet 
Mr. Mulock twirls the two balls of the Mc­
Kinley tariff, and the Canadian tariff in 
such a way that he thinks the North York 
farmer will infer that the Reform party, If 
put ih power, could am', would remove both 
these evils. That the Reform party can 

abolish the McKinley bill by any act of, the 
Canadian parliament is so absurd that 'Mr, 
Mulock does hot attempt to exploit it; he 
merely uses it as a flash-light For he knows 
the conditions on which Mr. Blaine has told 
Canadians that they may enjoy the 
United States markets—straight annexation.

Nor in regard to the Canadian tariff does 
Mr. Mulock tell the fanners how the Reform 
party can, by act of the Canadian Parlia­
ment, remove the taxation it involves, ex­
cept by a resort to “direct taxation on a large 
scale,” to use the phrase of Mr. E. W. Thom­
son.

If Mr. Mulock has any cure for the evils 
of these two tariffs, other than annexation, 
or direct toxation on a large scale, we would 
be glad to make them known to the people 
of Canada. He did not make them known 
to the people of North York.

There is a great question involved in the 
McKinley tariff—that of protection and free 
trade, and the samp issue is involved in our

__, Canadian tariff. And be it gtrange or not,
-the great majority in each country have un­
hesitatingly declared in favor of protection 
as (jhe best method of attaining not only 
material development ! but also political 
independence, and as such they thoroughly 
believe in it;—there is also the still more 
vital issue of national life and- its opposite, 
national extinction, and on this point, too, 
the great bulk of Canadians have a clear and 
well-defined ambition, from which they are 
not to be led aside by the mere incidence of 
taxation on particular articles—it may be on 
salt or it may be on barley or it may be on 
both. Reform politicians these days forget the 
strength of the old adage that ruled among oar 
neighbors thirty years ago and which is as 
true with them and us today as it was then 
-—not one cent for tribute, millions for de­
fence—and it is because Canadians think that 
the McKinleybill is hostile to them, especi­
ally-hostile to them in the matter of farm 
products, and because they think that our 
national salvation is implicated in the main­
tenance of a protective tariff, that they will 
continue to support such a tariff, let it con­
tain, as it must, not a few inequalitiesj not a 
few petty hardships, but which for its pur­
pose is the best engine yet devised. ' V
