BARRISTER.

John Williams' Career,

On Tuesday John Wiiliams, convicted of
burglary, escaped from- the Tweed police
authorities. This is his record in western
Oantario: On Dec. 22, 1887, he was arrested
in Toronto for mitting a burglary at the
residence of J Eager at Waterdown.
He was sent to ¥lamilton, where the lute
Judge Sinclair cgmmitted him to the Central
Prison for one Jear. In the September pre-
ceding his arpést, three« burglars bad ran-
sacked the/parochial residence of Rev.
Father Egan at'Thornhill, and threatened to
murder the popular parish priest if be raised
any outery, he having been aroused from his

biwn as one of the barglars that had plunder-
ed Father Egaa’s house, and to Charlie
Geroux as an accomplice. The detectives
bhaving secured Geroux, bad Williams
brought to the Police Court on May 21, 1888,
and both were convictei, Geroux getting
five years and Willlams four years in King-
ston penitentiary. Williams got out last
October, returning to Toronto.

. ' Public Library Department,

Messrs, Denison & King, ts, have
drawn up the plans and specifications, which
in turn have been approved by the Public
Library Board, The ‘contracts have been
let, and the gentlemen who ooeu offices
upon the first floor of the Public Library
building have already vacated’ that the
work might not in any way be  impeded.
The building will not be altered materially.
outside, the only exterior innovation being
the pulling down of the present 'dilapidated
wooden entrance steps and the substitution

‘of large stone ones, The interior, how-

ever, will be materially changed. Immedi-
ately upon entering the visitor will find him-
self within a large, well-lighted and hand-
somely decorated vestibule of wood, with
plate glass settings. This is vacated by
ruing through swing doors either right or
ft, and then by ascending three more ste|

one will find bimself in a large, well-
lighted - and_ ventilated hallway. The
present stair passing up from the street en-
trance is to be remoyed and the entire

left as a rotunda, There will be 24 feet taken
off the present ladies’ reading room, and here
a broad stairway will be built, which will
run up into the old Industrial Exhibition
rooms. All the partitions on this floor will
be removed except the wall at present separ-
ating the rooms on the south side, which
bave until secently been occupied by the
Inventors’ Assuciation. These will be left
standing, but the entrance door will.be
¢hanged so as to allow a e from the
staircase at the north side, east through the
main. museum hall, south through swing
doors and into the present inventors’ rooms,
then north again to the stairway, making a
coptinuous passage without hindrance.
There will be a walk round the present space
or well on the first floor. | The curator’s
office will be built in the east end of the
room now occupied by the Atuensum Club,
which will be used as the main museum hall.

A Claim That Influenza is Contagious.

In his interestiug work on “‘epidemit influ-
enza,” Dr. Ricbard Sisley claims that vhe
cause of the disease is probably a microscopic
organism, that it is contagious and is chiefly,
if not entirely, spread by contagion. In
proof of his theory of contagion, be cites
cases that show that influenza spreads from
the sick to the sound; that isolated cases of
infiuenza precede an epidewic; vhat iufluenza
spreads along the liues of buman intercourse;
that prisoners and otuer isolated persons of-
ten escape iufluenza, although tne disease
may be raging in thetown in which the prison
 ig situated. He claims that the local bealth
board should be notitled ot cases of iufluenza
judv the same as in cases of scarlet fever or
diphtheria, and that laws shouid be passed
making such noufication cowpuisory.—Medi-
cal Repord.
