Every thunder-storm is a waste of
electric power, resulting, so far as our
senses teach us. in unothing but de-
struction. All the rain that falls upon
the ocean is so much, thrown away.
Myriads of seeds die without germis
nating. » Not one blossom in a score
develops itgelf in fruit, and the greater
part of the fruit that forms never ripens.
Flowers bloom in the wilderness, where
no man passeth by. Down in the
depths of the sea, which human "eye
never penetrated, beantiful groves of
corals grow, and fishes glistening in
silver and gold glide in and out among
green and purple lichens, more delicate
and graceful than silver and gold, peb-
bles and shells whose coloring no art of
man can equal, lie scattered there in
wild profusion,—wasted, as it seems to
us.

Toward the end of 1869,|

When we come into tbe domain of
art we find that there is a certain
amount of real waste. Science is be-
gining to teach us how we may econo
mize power and material. No intelli-
gent farmer or artisan will now expend
his bodily strength in doing by hand
what can be done so much better and
with comparatively little labor by the
aid of machinery. Many things that
used to be cast away as rubbish are
now utilized and made servicable. We
save a great deal of time by our im-
proved modes of travel. The male sex
do not expand as much time and toil
upon their buckles and wigs and dress
in general as their forefathers did—in
which respect they are somewhat in
advance of their wives and daughters.
And yet there still exists a degree of
waste, both of time and material, which
needs to bg restified. Much valuable
metal is carted off with the refuse slag,
because we have not found out how to
make clean work in our smelting. A
great deal of valuable timber is lost in
sawdust. On certain chemical process-
es there is too much lost by evapora-
tion. The smoke that hangs about our
cities and defiles the buildings is onlya
waste of good carbon. We losea good
deal of cotton by bad baling. I am
abliged to spend much more time in
writing this paper than 1 should if all|
the superfluous letters were eliminated
from our language. A great deal more
could be put into a column of a paper
if all the words were spelt as they are
pronounced.

And now I pass on to speak of what
may be called social waste. Here we
find this element in its worst form. A
great deal of breath is wasted in say-
ing irrelevant things, in gossip and
slander, and what is very appropriately
known as “small talk.” = Much breath
is wasted in public speaking, in "long-
winded periods, in stupid platitudes,
in flowers of rhetoric that have neither
color, nor perfume, nor grace of form,
in wild appeals, exaggerated state-
ments, preversions of the truth, in
weary arguments to prove what either
needs no proof or is incapable of being
proved, in wandering up and down the
wilderness of thought, where there is
no road or path or land-mark, or any
thing but dry, drifting sand.

A WEALTHY NIMROD.

Since the 2nd Sept. Mr. Jerome Mar-
ble of Worcester, Mass., has been hunt-
ing along the line of the Northern Pa-
cific Railroad, this being the fourth
season that he has gone thither in
search of ducks, geese, prairie chickens
and antelope.
