enter & suit for $100,000 demages sgaiost
thé Dominion Government for the: anlaws
tul execation of Sproule, who, it is cone
tended, can now be proved innocent of the
crime for which he suffered. If the petis
tion be not allowed, then the suit will be
brought againgt the jailer who held Sproule
after his discharge bad been ordered by
Judge Heury, as well as against the sheriff
of Vaocouver Isiand, under whose direc
tion the execution took place. The cons
tention of the plaintiff is that legal ob«
jections have been raised to Sproule’s
conviction, and among them the want of
juisdiction on the part of the Court which
first tried bim. ‘Justice Henry, ufter des
liberation, directed the issue of ‘8 writ of
habeas corpus, calling upon the sheriff of
Vancouver Island, to produce the prisoner,
together with the csuse of his detention.
Tuis writ was obeéyed, aud oo the second
day of August, 1886, an application was
wade to Mr. Justice Henry, for the die-
charge of the prisoner on the ground that
the said sheriff had not obvyed the writ,
After hearing the arguments thercon, Mr.
Justice Henry ordered the unconditional
discharge of the prisoner, ‘1t will be held
that this order baviog been made and pro-
bably served upon both the sheriff and
jailer of Vancouver Island, that a release
of the prisonérs should bav. been had,
Farther that the full bench of the Supreme
Court who afterwards met to hear a motion
to quash the writ of babeas corpus which
His Houor Judge Henry bad granted, had
no power whatever to take the action it
did in renderiug null aod  void all pro-
cecding bad until that time, A wituess
whom Sproule wished to produce at the
trial, but who had left the country and
could not be found, states that he can
prove that Sproule was with him, fifteen
miles from the scene of the marder, all the
night apon which it took place.

Larse.—Smce Sproule’s execution &
wan named Beatty,wbo could not be found
at the time has been discovered. He has
sworn before a competedt court 1n San
Francisco, that Sproule was with him at
the time the murder was committed, at &
place fifteeo miles distant from the scene
of the tragedy. This corroborates the
story told by Sproule at the time of his ar
rest, and by Wilfred Hendry, ex-Manager
of Kootenay Smelfing Company, who was
also absent at the time of the trial and
could not be reached in time, Wolfe
also sweacrs that he was paid to perjure
himself by interested parties, and falsely
gave evidence which swore away Sproule’s
life. Ifthese sworn statements are true,
then Sproule was judicially murdered.
