As the buffalo has been exterminat-
ed from the animal kingdom, the dodo
and great auk from the bird world,
and the  whale now virtuafly beiog
kided out so speedily that its early
annihilaticn is  inevitable, so a like
fate has bLefallen the walrus, and it
can now only be obtained”in the re-
mote fastnesses  of the Arctic seas,
wherteas ome  hundred years ago it
abounded cn the shores of Newfound-
tand, Anticosta and the Gulf of St.
Lawrence,  But the unrestrained lust
for the slaughter of overy oil yielding
marlne creature which prevailed in
those days caused g wholesale butch-
ery of the walrus by American, British
and coloninl whalemen and today one
cannot secure g solitary specimen of a
hive walrus  anywhere south of Hud
son’s Strait.,

There, however,. venturesome VOy -
ers still pursue them, ince with their
growing scarcity has come an inereaso
m_the value of their hides;, tusks and
oil. ‘A favorite resort for them now is
Frobisher Bay, one of the preat fiords
that penetrate into the heart of Ba
fm Land, into which it strikes hack
two hundred miles. Here, in one of its
numerous  unmamed harbors, €he wal-
ris hunters will buikl themselves a hut
m shore, covered with felt and thick-
